METHODOLOGY: Data for the New Jersey Monthly ranking of the state’s high schools were obtained from the
state Department of Education’s most recent New Jersey School Report Card. From the N] Monthly Website- NJ
Monthly 2014 Best High Schools

Leflein Associates, an independent research company in Ringwood, analyzed the data by first standardizing
individual indicator scores so that small differences did not have a disproportionate impact on the ranking, but
very large differences were not minimized in the relative scores. These indicators were grouped into three
categories: School Environment (with a weight of 1); Student Performance (with a weight of 1.5); and Student
Outcomes (with a weight of 2.1). The weighted summary scores for each category were added together to arrive
at the final overall score. The schools were ranked according to that score.
