Dear Parents,    


The Department of Special Services along with the district’s Special Education Parent Advisory 


Group, C.H.I.L.D., would like to bring to your attention some proposed changes to accommodations for 


state testing which you have an opportunity to comment on by February 4, 2013.   


As you may be aware, the state of New Jersey recently adopted the Common Core State Standards 


(CCSS) as a foundation for instruction designed to establish common learning expectations across our 


nation. To align state testing to the Common Core State Standards, the NJ Department of Education will 


be changing standardized testing from the NJ ASK (New Jersey Assessment of Skills and Knowledge) to 


the PARCC (Partnership for the Assessment of Readiness for College and Careers). At present, the 


PARCC is being written, and is expected to be in place for the 2013-2014 school year.  


As a result of this transition, parents, and the community at large, have a unique opportunity to 


comment on two draft policies related to accommodations for students with disabilities. Currently, two 


accommodations, which will have specific eligibility criteria, and will be limited to students who meet 


this strict criterion, have been put forth for public comment:   


 The proposed reading access accommodation will allow the passages, test items and answer choices 


on the English language arts/literacy assessment to be read to students who have a specific disability 


that severely limits or prevents them from accessing printed text or have not yet learned Braille. 


 


 The proposed calculator policy will allow students who have a specific disability that severely limits 


or prevents them from calculating single digit numbers (0-9) without the use of a calculator to use one 


for all items on the math assessment that measure fluency (grades 3-6). Math fluency measures the 


specific mathematical skill of calculation without the use of a calculation device.

Eighth Grade Students and Parents, 


 
As you move through your last year as an eighth grade student, it is time to begin thinking 
about next year and high school.  Listed below is general information about the Verona High 
School Shadowing Program.  This program is designed to give out of district students an 
opportunity to spend the day at Verona High School and experience a typical day in the life of 
a Verona High School student.  It is our hope that this program will assist you in the high 
school decision process.  It is our pleasure to show potential Verona High School students all 
of the wonderful opportunities that await them as a proud member of the Verona High School 
community.  We look forward to the opportunity to work with both you and your child and 
hope that you make Verona High School your school of choice.   
 
What is the Verona High School Shadowing Program? 
 
The VHS Shadowing Program is an opportunity for out of district or private school students in 
the 8th grade to visit Verona High School and experience firsthand what it’s like to be a 
member of the Verona High School Family.  Students that participate are paired with a 
Verona High School student for the day to attend classes, go to lunch and get a true feel for 
student life at Verona High School. The shadowing program will pair 8th grade students with 
Verona High School 9th grade students so they will get a sense of school climate and 
classes. We invite 8th grade students to stay for the entire day so they may see a complete 
day in the life of a Verona High School student.  Shadowing provides an opportunity that can 
help both you and your child decide where you want to spend the next four years of your 
academic lives. Parents should make shadowing arrangements utilizing the following 
information:  
 
Shadowing opportunities are available on Tuesdays beginning February 5th and 
ending on Tuesday March 19th.* Please read the information carefully before attempting to 
schedule your appointment. 
 
*Please Note:  No Shadow visits may be scheduled on March 5th due to HSPA testing 
at VHS. 


 
Shadowing FAQs: 
 
1. Is shadowing a half-day or a full day? The 8th grader will visit for the duration of the day.  
The all-day visit will be from 7:45am to 2:33pm. Visiting students may bring a bag lunch or 
they may purchase lunch in our cafeteria. 
 
 







2. Is there a dress code for students who visit? Visitors are asked to dress appropriately 
and follow the guidelines outlined in the Verona High School Student/Parent Handbook which 
can be accessed directly on the Verona High School Website.   
 
3. How do I schedule a shadow visit? To schedule a time to visit fill out the registration 
form on line located on the Verona High School web site.    
 
4. How far in advance do I need to call to schedule a shadow visit? We recommend that 
a parent schedule the visit at least one week in advance. Many days do fill up so the sooner a 
visit can be scheduled the better. 
 
5. Does a prospective student shadow a freshman, sophomore, junior, or senior? In 
most cases, the 8th grade students will be paired with a freshman. All attempts will be made 
to accommodate all requests. Please make your request when you register for your 
shadowing visit.   
 
6. Where should I bring and pick up my child for his or her visit? All 8th grade visitors 
and their parents will come to the main entrance in the front of school. Enter through the main 
doors and walk straight ahead to the School Counseling Office. This is where the 8th grade 
students and the Verona High School student guides will meet and where you will pick your 
child up at 2:33 p.m. 
 
7. Does a parent need to come into the school building when dropping off or picking 
up his or her child? It is necessary that a parent accompany the student into Verona High 
School when dropping off and picking up. There is a sheet that the parent will need to sign. At 
the beginning of the visit the parent or adult will need to leave an emergency contact number. 
At the end of the visit, the parent will sign his or her child out so that Verona High School 
knows that the prospective student is no longer on campus.
