Verona Board of Education Budget 2013-14 Facts 


 
The Verona Board of Education approved the preliminary budget for 2013-14 last night. This step is required by 
the NJ Department of Education (NJDOE). The budget includes a 2.5% tax levy increase. The state has imposed 
a 2% cap on tax levies but they do provide automatic cap waivers for budget concerns such as health insurance 
increases. This year we qualified for a one percent waiver to the cap. School districts are also permitted to 
“bank cap” which means instead of increasing the budget to the maximum in one year a board of education may 
opt to carry over the cap increase for up to three years. This allows a district to keep taxes down but also bank 
an increase for the future if there is a need.

On Tuesday March 26, 2013 the Verona Board of Education will vote on the final budget to be submitted to the 
NJDOE. This will take place at the regular scheduled public meeting at 8:00PM in the Verona High School

But not this year.


On a recent Friday morning, the school cafeteria has turned into a robotics
laboratory.


Down on the floor, several of the scientists and engineers - all of them
elementary school students - are trying out their robots by pitting them in
battle against one another.


"On your mark! Get set! Battle!"


With that, the robots go rolling toward one another, each one trying to bump
the other off course.


Welcome to Glen Ridge FIRST: a series of science and technology programs for Glen Ridge's students.


This particular class is the Intro to Robotics course, where students get to learn the basics of assembling a
Lego robot, from fitting the pieces together to inserting the battery-powered motors.


In a separate course, the students get to learn about the software - how to program their robot to carry out
certain tasks.


About FIRST


FIRST is an acronym for For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology. Glen Ridge's
FIRST program is an offshoot of the national FIRST program.


The program was started in 1989 by inventor and entrepreneur Dean Kamen - also known as the inventor
of the Segway, among other devices.


The goal of FIRST is to get children interested in science, technology, engineering and mathematics -
known collectively as the STEM courses.


It also offers students the opportunity to participate in challenges and contests, from the Jr. FIRST Lego







League for younger students, to the FIRST Robotics Competition for high school students.


first in glen ridge


Glen Ridge has started assembling its own Jr. FIRST Lego League teams, and as of last week, the league
had 12 registered teams. The participating students will hold an exhibition event at Linden Avenue
School on Feb. 28, the same day as the school's science fair.


The impetus for Glen Ridge FIRST came from parents Yin Chang-D'Arcy and Kim McGuire.


Both Chang-D'Arcy and McGuire have children who are interested in building and programming.


"Everything we saw was outside of Glen Ridge," Chang-D'Arcy said.


It also didn't help that certain robotics classes would have required a 40-minute drive, Chang-D'Arcy
noted. So she and McGuire, working with other parents, decided to set up a FIRST chapter based in Glen
Ridge.


FIRST's offerings range from introductory classes for elementary school students, to more advanced
classes for middle and high school students. Each class can be modified for a student's own abilities,
Chang-D'Arcy noted.


Over the next several months, Glen Ridge FIRST plans to start up FIRST Lego League teams for older
students, and expand the program to let students from neighboring towns participate, among other goals.


"It is a wonderful adjunct to our program," Superintendent of Schools John Mucciolo said via email on
Monday. "Other communities are also doing this with great success. I do everything I can to support this
program."


Ridgewood Principal Michael Donovan also had words of support for Glen Ridge FIRST: "We
appreciate the tremendous efforts being made by Yin D'Arcy and Kim McGuire as they have established
the Glen Ridge FIRST program. They have brought unique opportunities into Glen Ridge, and the
students who have been participating have thoroughly enjoyed their experiences."

As you move through your last year as an eighth grade student, it is time to begin thinking 
about next year and high school.  Listed below is general information about the Verona High 
School Shadowing Program.  This program is designed to give out of district students an 
opportunity to spend the day at Verona High School and experience a typical day in the life of 
a Verona High School student.  It is our hope that this program will assist you in the high 
school decision process.  It is our pleasure to show potential Verona High School students all 
of the wonderful opportunities that await them as a proud member of the Verona High School 
community.  We look forward to the opportunity to work with both you and your child and 
hope that you make Verona High School your school of choice.   
 
What is the Verona High School Shadowing Program? 
 
The VHS Shadowing Program is an opportunity for out of district or private school students in 
the 8th grade to visit Verona High School and experience firsthand what it’s like to be a 
member of the Verona High School Family.  Students that participate are paired with a 
Verona High School student for the day to attend classes, go to lunch and get a true feel for 
student life at Verona High School. The shadowing program will pair 8th grade students with 
Verona High School 9th grade students so they will get a sense of school climate and 
classes. We invite 8th grade students to stay for the entire day so they may see a complete 
day in the life of a Verona High School student.  Shadowing provides an opportunity that can 
help both you and your child decide where you want to spend the next four years of your 
academic lives. Parents should make shadowing arrangements utilizing the following 
information:  
 
Shadowing opportunities are available on Tuesdays beginning February 5th and 
ending on Tuesday March 19th.* Please read the information carefully before attempting to 
schedule your appointment. 
 
*Please Note:  No Shadow visits may be scheduled on March 5th due to HSPA testing 
at VHS. 


 
Shadowing FAQs: 
 
1. Is shadowing a half-day or a full day? The 8th grader will visit for the duration of the day.  
The all-day visit will be from 7:45am to 2:33pm. Visiting students may bring a bag lunch or 
they may purchase lunch in our cafeteria. 
 
 







2. Is there a dress code for students who visit? Visitors are asked to dress appropriately 
and follow the guidelines outlined in the Verona High School Student/Parent Handbook which 
can be accessed directly on the Verona High School Website.   
 
3. How far in advance do I need to call to schedule a shadow visit? We recommend that 
a parent schedule the visit at least one week in advance. Many days do fill up so the sooner a 
visit can be scheduled the better. 
 
4. Does a prospective student shadow a freshman, sophomore, junior, or senior? In 
most cases, the 8th grade students will be paired with a freshman. All attempts will be made 
to accommodate all requests. Please make your request when you register for your 
shadowing visit.   
 
5. Where should I bring and pick up my child for his or her visit? All 8th grade visitors 
and their parents will come to the main entrance in the front of school. Enter through the main 
doors and walk straight ahead to the School Counseling Office. This is where the 8th grade 
students and the Verona High School student guides will meet and where you will pick your 
child up at 2:33 p.m. 
 
6. Does a parent need to come into the school building when dropping off or picking 
up his or her child? It is necessary that a parent accompany the student into Verona High 
School when dropping off and picking up. There is a sheet that the parent will need to sign. At 
the beginning of the visit the parent or  will need to leave an emergency contact number. At 
the end of the visit, the parent will sign his or her child out so that Verona High School knows 
that the prospective student is no longer on campus.
