My name is Nikita Joshi. I am a junior at Verona High School who is organizing a 14 hour dance marathon to raise money 
for children who have autism. This is the first of its kind not only in Verona, but the state of New Jersey. In fact, it is the 
first time being done at a high school level.  
 
Participants in this event will dance for blocks of time that they will individually sign up for. They will dance for two 
blocks; one of choice, and the last being mandatory. Each block, excluding the last, is three hours long.

Researchers from Autism Speaks say studies show that autism is four to five times more common among boys than girls.

By way of comparison, more children are diagnosed with autism each year than with juvenile diabetes, AIDS or cancer, 
combined.* ASD, Autism Spectrum Disorder, affects over 2 million individuals in the U.S. and tens of millions 
worldwide.  
Moreover, government autism statistics suggest that prevalence rates have increased 10 to 17 percent annually in recent 
years. There is no established explanation for this continuing increase, although improved diagnosis and environmental 
influences are two reasons often considered.  As you can see, this cause is more relevant now than ever before. Please find 
it in your hearts and your schedules to attend this event or just donate to the cause.

On January 10, 2013 the school-level Geography Bee was held in 


H.B.W.’s auditorium. The National Geographic Bee is a national 


contest sponsored this year by Google.  The Bee starts in the social 


studies classroom.  All finalists must take a written geography test 


of 33 questions, which is scored to select the top ten H.B.W. final-


ists. This year’s Bee at H.B.W. was coordinated by Social Studies 


and G.T. teacher Mrs. Barbara Kistner.

In the end, only one student can be named the school champion of 


the Bee and eligible to move on in the competition; the winner of 


this year’s Geography Bee is seventh grader, Nick Slawski.

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French artists visits H.B.W.

On December 13, 2012, the seventh grade French students 


were treated to a mini assembly organized by the H.B.W. 


French Department.  During this assembly, Mme. Laura Moro-


witz, Art History Professor at Wagner College, spoke about the 


French Impressionist painters and their life during that time 


period. 


This assembly coincided with the Artist Project that the seventh 


grade French students had just completed.

Some examples of the artists 


were Edourd Manet, Claude Monet and Camille Pissaro. As 


each artist was presented, Mme. Morowitz discussed the artists 


painting style and color usage. 


Mme. Morowitz also discussed the French Impressionists ap-


proach to painting.  They did not varnish their paintings so that 


the painting could breathe, which allowed you to see the canvas 


and made the colors more vibrant.  During that time period, 


these artists actually made their own paints. They ground rock-


like substances and mixed with various liquids to create the 


paint. 


When asked about her favorite part of art, Mme. Morowitz 


replied, “I like everything about it.”  Mme. Morowitz’s top 


three artists are Egon Schiele, Vincent Van Gogh and Johannes 


Vemeer. 


The seventh grade French students enjoyed the assembly. The 


assembly information complemented what was learned during 


our French Artist project.  Justin Munjack commented, “It was 


very educational.”

Through the grant, 


students will not only be part of the process, but will have di-


rect access to the mind of the person who created the music 


they are playing. Students will get to ask him questions and 


discover the thought process that went into composing the 


piece.  


In an effort to get all students involved, Mr. Turrin met the stu-


dents during assemblies where he discussed writing music and 


what inspires him to write music. He encouraged students to 


write a poem, a short story, or some other form of literature that 


would inspire his piece of music written for H.B.W.  In con-


junction with the eighth grade English teachers, Mrs. Maria 


Clayton and Mrs. Jackie Miskinis, students wrote a piece for 


Mr. Turrin to view.  From the submissions, Mr. Turrin ulti-


mately chose one winner and has based his score from the po-


em entitled “Everything is Variant” by eighth grader Cathleen 


Paluszek. 


Mr. Turrin has since finished his commissioned score for 


H.B.W. and entitled it “Jubilant Overture”, which is already 


being played and practiced by the Gold Band for performance 


at the Spring concert.

The cost to repair the track is about $3,700.00, but repairing it is not a 


long-term solution.  The destruction to the track is coming from the 


freezing and thawing of water, which is cracking the surface.  The 


water is coming from the underlying issue of a drainage problem.  


The drainage issue must be addressed in order to prevent the surface 


from being destroyed again in the future. 


The Verona High School football field is also closed due to sink-


holes.  The deep sinkholes are said to be up to 15 feet deep scattered 


across the field. The first hole was discovered in August, 2012 and 


more formed after that. This problem might have come from wells 


that were here about 100 years ago. We don’t know when this prob-


lem will be fixed. 


Hopefully after these facilities are fixed, there won’t be any more 


problems with Verona fields.
