Academy College Courses

Academic Year 2013

Art & Design

AD 111 - Communication in Art & Design
(3 credits): This course will explore a range of
subjects from object still life to the human
figure to landscape and will deal with specific
issues of line, value, composition, structure,
proportion and perspective. The aim of this
course is to achieve a critical approach to
hand-eye coordination and ideational sketch-
ing, through both direct observation and
conceptual diagramming.

Business

Mgmt 190 - Industrial Organization and
Management (3 credits): Introduction to
business enterprise, including organization
structure, basis of authority and responsibility,
financial systems, marketing, the interac-
tion of government and business, and the
interrelationships of the broad economic,
political, psychological and social influ-
ences upon business. This is an entry level
management course.

Chemistry

CHEM 125 - Fundamentals of Chemistry
(3 credits): An introduction to the basic concepts
of chemistry, including chemical reactions and
bonding, electronic and molecular structure,
gases and thermochemistry.

Engineering

FED 101 - Fundamentals of Engineering
Design (2 credits): Teams of students work
on open-ended engineering projects. Sections
are offered to represent an introduction to
real-world engineering design problems in a
specific engineering discipline. Topics covered
include introduction to basic engineering design
elements, processes, measurements, product
and project design and development, with
hands-on experiments in a specific major area.
Students also learn to use engineering tools for
computer-aided design and simulation. Tech-
nical writing and oral presentation along with
project management skills are emphasized.

English Composition

HUM 101 - English Composition: Writing,
Speaking, Thinking (3 credits): Provides instruction
in written and oral communication in the context of
the first-year college curricula. Emphasizes critical
thinking as essential in producing effective
expository writing, with readings and writing
assignments drawn from the humanities,
engineering, and social and natural science.
Course satisfies the English GUR.

Information Technology

IT 101 - Introduction to Information Technology
(3 credits): Overview of emerging information
technologies and the developmental principles.
Discusses applications of Internet infrastructure
and the impact on business and information
technology professionals and society. Covers
such topics as multimedia systems and stan-
dards, e-commerce applications, distributed
design and manufacturing, and geographical
information systems. Problem solving and
program development is integrated throughout
the course by using Java language as a vehicle to
illustrate the concepts.

Mathematics

MATH 139 - Trigonometry and Principles of
Differential Calculus (4 credits): Trigonometry
and Principles of Differential Calculus
Prerequisites: Grade A in Math 107 or NJIT
placement. Comprehensive review of trigonom-
etry and pre-calculus topics integrated into an
introduction to differential calculus. Topics covered
include: Exponential, logarithmic and trigonometric
functions, analytics trigonometry, conic sections,
limits, derivatives, applications of differentiation.

ACTIVITIES AT F.N. BROWN SCHOOL

KARA’S PASSAGE’S CLASS

In honor of Groundhogs Day, we studied how to make predictions and what happens if he sees his shadow.
While we are waiting for the warmer days of spring, we have continued to build on our reading comprehension
skills. For example, we have made predictions, identified characters, setting, and plot. To prepare for our next
writing unit of study, Writing Book Reviews, we have begun writing in detail our favorite part of stories we read
and why.

We completed our Authors as Mentors with Gail Gibbons unit. To culminate our unit, we celebrated with
Dr. Lanzo. Each student had a chance to read their story to the whole class as well as our special guest! We have
just begun our non-fiction writer’s workshop unit. We are learning to describe details we see in photographs and
short videos on animals and nature to help us write a non-fiction book.

We celebrated with The Cat in the Hat in honor of Dr. Suess’ birthday. We loved every minute of D.E.A.R,
especially reading with the whole school! While reading many of Dr. Suess’ books we practiced our reading
comprehension skills by identify characters, setting, sequencing, and themes.

In math, we continue to build on our addition and subtraction skills. We have begun to learn numbers up to
1,000 with our second graders. We have completed our unit on 2- and 3-digit addition. We have just begun our unit
on 2-and 3-digit subtraction!

We are looking forward to blossom into spring with blooming knowledge!

KINDERGARTEN — CATHERINE ORSINI & MICHELE STARANKA

The kindergartners are so happy to see Spring arrive and look forward to making up for lost time outside on
the playground!

We have been busy FN Brown Bees! Our “I Wonder” unit in Writing Workshop was so much fun. We
worked in groups to complete our first research projects. Each group contributed to and created a book about things
in nature we wonder about. Some of the topics were: Why Pigs Like Mud, How Do Penguins Sleep, What Lives In
Shells, and What do Frog Tongues Do?

All of the children worked very hard and enjoyed the process. We were able to celebrate this unit by
presenting and reading our books to an audience that included parents and Dr. Lanzo! It was the perfect example of
how we integrate different areas of the curriculum to have a fun learning experience.

In Math, we have been working with different ways to make bigger numbers and measurement. We are
excited about our Spring vacation, and wish all of you a fun and relaxing time with your families!

FIRST GRADE —ANNA COLLINS & ERICA MC KENNA

Our first graders have transformed into better writers using revision strategies and writing like a mentor
author. Writer’s Workshop has taken on a whole new dimension. Students are revising as they write and are
attempting to write just like Angela Johnson, Mo Willems and, or Donald Crews. Many literature stories were read
aloud to help the students identify with the authors style or craft of writing. Once the students became comfortable
with an author they were more willing to try that same style on their own with their very own topic. Wow, the





writing was truly amazing!!

So many new concepts were introduced this past month. In Science, the topic of Weather was covered in
Mrs. Collins’ class. The study of Neighborhoods was the topic in Mrs. McKenna’s class for Social Studies.
Students are enjoying reading in these content areas as well and shared their new learning either aloud with the class
or by writing a reader’s response.

As we continue the Subtraction unit in math, the students are becoming more familiar with the difference
between key words used to help solve a word problem. For example: in all and how many now relates to addition
while are left and how many more or fewer denotes subtraction. Students are being asked to circle or underline the
key words to help them remember. Also, the consistent use of a hundreds chart has visually encouraged the students
to see that adding or subtracting 10’s without any regrouping is a matter of moving up or down rows on the chart.
The challenge was moving up or down and across a column or two when asked to solve a computation problem like
55-32+? More practice at home with this type of computation can only help your child use the hundreds chart more
freely and to be more accurate. Actually drawing the tens and ones is a very accurate and visual way to add or
subtract the larger two digit numbers as well.

Thank you parents for listening to your child read at home. We totally understand time is an issue, but the
benefits are obvious and the students are reading more accurately and understanding more of what they read.
Learning to read encompasses everything, so we ask that you continue to read, read, read with your child and ask
them to think about or re-tell the story after reading. As always thank you for your continued support.

SECOND GRADE — MARIA GRAZIANO & NANCY HISCANO

Spring is here and the second graders will be composing spring poems to celebrate the season. We will
observe changes in the environment and discuss some of our favorite things to do this season. Also in Writing, we
are eager to begin a unit on book reviews. Students will get the opportunity to give their opinion about books they
have read and to share it with others. We will study examples of different types of reviews including books, movies,
and restaurants. We will use these reviews as models when we write our own reviews in class. This should be a fun
unit to talk about at home. Have children talk about the books they are reading and what they like about them.

In Math, we are beginning a chapter on Money. We will learn about the coins, their names, and value. We
will be counting collections of coins and adding and subtracting coins. Empty out those piggy banks and count up
the contents! It will help reinforce the concepts we are learning in class.

In Reading, we are starting a unit called “Ties Through Time”, where we will explore family and community
traditions and share them with each other. We will discuss things we all do together in the same special way.
Some grammar concepts we will focus on are adjectives and adverbs. This will help to make our writing more
interesting and expressive. Comprehension skills that we will learn are classifying, theme, plot, and making
judgments.

In Science we will be revisiting energy as we study Motion. We will conduct experiments to find out the
way things move, what makes them move, and we will also be using magnets to observe how they move things.
Vocabulary that can be discussed at home are friction, gravity, attract, and repel.

We are super excited about our One School, One Book activity. We look forward to discussing The Cricket
in Times Square each day in class and participating with the rest of the school wide events to celebrate reading.

THIRD GRADE — MEGAN PELLEGRINO & KAREN SABATINO

Third grade at F.N. Brown is certainly looking a lot like a perfectly dug out garden. The seeds that were
planted in early September/October are beginning to bloom into beautifully colorful flowers. The students have
grown so much over the past few months and are certainly looking like mature, knowledgeable and responsible
students.





In the month of March, the students created book reviews, reflecting on stories and novels through our
writer’s workshop unit literary essays. The students learned how to analyze a story and write a book review
including a brief summary, the theme, a personal life connection to the story, an “I wonder” moment of the story and
who they recommend this story to and why. The students thoroughly enjoyed this writing task and have created
very detailed and persuasive book reviews. All classes are now working on typing their reviews and creating a
scene from the book in Kid Pix. We will be posting them on a website called tween tribune for each class to
comment and read the reviews. The students also finished publishing a buddy biography that they will be typing for
an informational picture book.

We had our kick off for the Battle of the Books competition. The students are very excited to begin reading their
B.O.B. books and have applied many concepts and skills from our reader’s workshop when reflecting on each
chapter that they read. The students have been divided into teams and are working on reading 9 of the 12 titles
among their team to successfully prepare for the upcoming battles in June. The Battle of the Books finals will be
held here at FN Brown on June 12",

In reader’s workshop the students have thoroughly enjoyed our most recent unit of study on Poetry. The
students are learning to apply specific reading skills and strategies that unlock the meaning of poems and build their
understanding of poetry as a genre. Through this unit the students have learned what components make up a poem,
the techniques used in poetry (onomatopoeia, alliteration, repetition), how to use context clues for difficult
vocabulary and recognizing how a poem makes you feel as a reader. The students have been studying some great
poets such as Shel Silverstein and Jack Prelutsky. The students’ excitement has even branched out to them creating
poetry on their own free time for a poetry book.

In Math, the students prepared for the upcoming NJ ASK that takes place in May. The students practiced
their skills with area, perimeter, geometry, polygons, and measurement and reviewed some main concepts learned
earlier in the school year. We are very proud of their dedication and achievement and are positive they will take
their time on the test and do their very best!

We hope that all FN Brown Families are as ready for the sun and warm weather as we are!!!

FOURTH GRADE — MARY ANN FORCE, KIM MATERNA & LOU WAIBEL

In math students learned about area and perimeter. They learned that area can be estimated or found using
square units and that formulas exist for finding the area of polygons. They also practiced how to find the distance
around a given object and the relationship between area and perimeter. We are also beginning our study of fractions.

In this topic students learn to divide and express answers as fractions. We are also integrating our NJ ASK review
into our everyday lessons.

In writer’s workshop our writers are collecting ideas for their creation of informational brochures, which are
coordinated with our study of Essex County. Students have chosen and researched specific Essex county landmarks
highlighting its history and special features. If you were to pick up one of these brochures you would definitely be
given the information you need to visit. Students are also practicing for the up-coming NJ ASK test. Students are
learning tips for answering open-ended questions as well as responding to writing prompts.

Reading is always a wonderful experience for our fourth graders. Everyone is totally engaged in our reader’s
workshop program. Examining what makes a poem a poem. Students are introduced to a collection of mentor texts
examining the features and structural elements associated with poetry in order to heighten their understanding when
they read in the genre.

We are still in full swing with our Peace Pal program. Fourth and second graders as well as kindergartners
talked about the problems that arise when people have trouble accepting other people who are different from them.
We tried to get in the “shoes” of people who are different from each other, try to solve problems, and help them
discover how to make friends.

In Social Studies, fourth graders discovered the just how much Essex County has to offer its residents and
visitors. Essex County has it all, from beautiful parks to great educational opportunities! History had been made





here too! Ask our fourth graders about where Grover Cleveland or Thomas Edison got their start. You guessed it!
Right here in good, ole’ Essex County!

Recently, the classes have begun to learn about NJ government and history in preparation for our trip to the
State House in Trenton, NJ. Students are learning how the three NJ branches work together to provide services to
its citizens. In addition, they will follow the process of how a bill becomes a NJ law. Have some fun with our
fourth graders and see if you can guess our state fruit, animal, flower, ship, insect, and more. Even better, search for
the story on how a fourth grade class played an instrumental part in making our state fruit an official recognized
state symbol. You are never too young to be involved in our government!

What’s the matter with Science this month? Well, everything is as students learn about the basic properties
of matter! Students are comparing the properties of materials, including how they dissolve in water. They are also
learning about the atom as the smallest particle of matter and that elements are substances made of just one kind of
atom. Determining the main idea (and details) remains a critical reading focus area for students. Many thanks for
the continued support that students are receiving at home.

YOCAL MUSIC —JUDY SZYBIST

The music department continues to look toward the busy spring performance schedule ahead. We are
planning for many spring and all district concerts, as well as a variety of school events and assemblies.

This year the third and fourth grade vocal students will perform their Spring Concert on Thursday, April 18,
at 7:00 pm. Students are hard at work with preparations and we are looking forward to an evening filled with
song.....no matter what the weather may bring.

ESL — NANCY BEATTIE

The students in the English as a Second Language Program continue to develop their English skills in the
areas of reading, writing, listening, and speaking. The upper grades read and discussed a non-fiction/ biography
about the life of Helen Keller. The students focused on improving their oral fluency in reading as well as learning
new vocabulary, context clues, homophones, and the present perfect tense. The students engaged in conversations
about the life of Helen Keller, wrote responses to questions, and were encouraged to make a text to self-connection
with the story.

The lower grades read and discussed a non-fiction story called Junior Buddy. The students focused on
improving their oral fluency as well as learning new vocabulary, and the simple past tense using regular and
irregular verbs. The students also worked on placing vocabulary words in ABC order, thyming words, synonymes,
and antonyms. The children have also been writing responses to questions in complete sentences using proper
capitalization and punctuation.

The month of April will be busy as the E.S.L. students will be administered a test called ACCESS for ELLs
which assesses growth in their English language skills. They will also be reading and discussing the One School,
One Book novel, The Cricket in Times Square.

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Verona Commences New Five-Year Plan

Verona is looking ahead to the next five years.

The Verona Public Schools, at the end of the current five year plan, is in the process of
writing a new Strategic Plan for the development and improvement of the district over the course
of the next five years.

“This plan is reflective of our growth as a district,” said Ms. Elizabeth Jewett, Director of
Instructional Studies, and the Strategic Plan Internal Coordinator.

Ms. Jewett, who arrived during the second year of the current Strategic Plan says that it
“served as a guidepost” for the creation of the new plan, especially “for curriculum and
instruction.”

The past five year plan was focused on “teacher outcomes,” which was necessary to lay
the groundwork for the current plan, said Ms. Jewett, which “is explicitly focused on student
outcomes.”

One of the few failings of the 2008-2013 Strategic Plan was the fact some goals were not
met in respect to facilities, due to budgetary constraints.

The current planning process began with the formation of the Steering Committee. A
group of 25 stakeholders met three days in December 2012 to create the framework for the plan.

Dr. Judith Ferguson of Centennium Consultants, who consulted in the writing of the

current Strategic Plan, provided training and guidance to the Steering Committee.





Six Action Teams, comprised of 85 administrators, teachers, students, and dedicated
community members, were formed. The action teams are responsible for developing result
statements and action plans for each statement.

After the initial February 20 “kick-off”” meeting at Verona High School, at which all
action teams met for their first planning meeting, the teams met regularly and will continue to
meet through May.

The six action teams include Finance, Curriculum, Professional Development, Global and
Local Partnerships, School Culture, and Buildings, Grounds and Technology. The team leaders
are administrators and teachers.

Many of the long and short term goals for the district have already been written by the
action teams. The next step is to work on action plans and time frames to meet these goals.
Prioritizing goals is one of the biggest challenges the teams are facing, as the goals are all
important, according to Ms. Jewett.

All of the action teams are creating their goals around the Verona Public School’s core
values: collaboration, diligence, initiative, integrity, respect, and responsibility. Their various
courses of action will reflect the mission statement, which was written with an attempt to express
a clear identity for the Verona Public Schools and its students.

Community involvement plays a huge role in the writing of the Strategic Plan. The action
teams are comprised of half teachers and staff as well as half community members. The
administration has hopes of increasing community involvement in the planning process for the
next five years.

“It’s inspiring to see community members and students all sitting around a table and

cooperating,” said Ms. Jewett. “It’s very inspiring to be a part of that.”





Students are part of four of the six action teams, as well as the Steering Committee. “I
think it’s fantastic,” said Ms. Jewett of student involvement. “The end result is for the students,”
and they can “speak from experience.”

“I think it’s good because they can see a student perspective,” said Brianna DaRin,
Verona High School senior and member of the Global and Local Partnership Team. “It’s not just
teachers.”

One of the Global and Local Partnership Team’s biggest concerns is creating a student
with global awareness, according to Ms. Jewett. The Team is discussing expanding opportunities
for seniors, such as creating internship opportunities or making community service a graduation
requirement.

“How can we make senior year more meaningful?” is one question Ms. Jewett raised.
“How do we really maximize [the students’] experience their senior year?”

The School Culture Action Team, led by Mr. David Galbierczyk, the Assistant Principal
at Verona High School, is focused on “ensuring our programs support our core values,” stated
Ms. Jewett. The teams will create or expand current programs that promote the core values and
ideals of the district. They will also review programs that are lacking in substance, as well as
programs that should be expanded to reach more students.

One of the biggest issues the School Culture Action Team is facing is the onslaught of
social media that the current generation is facing, as well as its negative impacts.

“I know that things go on here,” said Mr. Galbierczyk, tapping his computer screen, “that
cause some people to struggle while they are in school... We are going to face and try to meet the

challenges that social media presents.”





“The bottom line,” said Mr. Galbierczyk, “is how we can foster a more healthy,
respectful, and positive learning environment.”

The Curriculum Action Team, led by Dr. Nicole Santora, Supervisor of Mathematics and
Science, is focused on integrating STEM, or science, technology, engineer, and math, education
into the schools to prepare students for modern life, according to Ms. Jewett. They want to infuse
literary standards through all subject areas and revise electives to “meet the needs of students in
the 21% century,” said Ms. Jewett.

One of the overall hopes of the Strategic Plan is “fostering independence among
students,” said Ms. Jewett.

“It’s a good process for a district to go through,” she said.

The next five years should bring plenty of change to the Verona Public Schools.

Dear Laning Families,

LANING’S THIRD AND FOURTH GRADE BATTLE OF THE BOOKS
PROGRAM IS IN FULL SWING.

The Battle of the Books program is a reading motivational program. The goals of
this program are to encourage the pleasure of reading, increase reading
comprehension, broaden reading interests, and recognize students who enjoy
reading.

Students are divided into teams of five or six children. The goal for each team (not
child) is to read fifteen novels (Grade 4) and twelve (Grade 3) from an assigned
list. The list is determined by a team of librarians organized at the State level. A
motivational assembly is held to “kick off” the program. Students learn of their
team members, their teacher/principal coach, the goals for the program, the time
frame, and the rules at this assembly. The school librarian, additionally motivates
students at this time by introducing each of the novels.

Teams meet with teacher/principal coaches every other week, after this initial
assembly, to accomplish many goals:

Determine a team name.

Create a team “battle shield”.

Decide which book(s) each member will read before the next meeting.
Monitor the progress of the team (How are we progressing toward the
team’s goal of reading the fifteen novels?)

After ample reading time and team meetings, a battle tournament is organized.
Teams are pitted against each other. Each team is asked ten questions related to the
fifteen/twelve novels. Teams are permitted 20 seconds to discuss the question and
determine an answer. All questions begin with the words, “In which book

did...... ” Correct responses must include the correct title and author. A
spokesperson, decided by the team, articulates an answer. The team is awarded
five points if they provide the correct title and author.

The tournament progresses until two teams are left. At this time a final assembly is
held. Parents and family members attend in large numbers. A school champion is
determined at this assembly. At the fourth grade level our winning team may
compete against other towns. Several towns near our area participate in this
program as well. Since the same book list is used throughout the state we are able
to battle other districts as well.

At the third grade level, the Laning School champion battles the winners from
each of the other three elementary schools in town. Once again, all parents and
other guests are invited

Thank you to the SCA for furnishing the novels to support this program.

Elementary Special Needs — Mrs. Jessica Jaruczyk

In March we had lots to celebrate. We celebrated Dr. Seuss’ birthday and St. Patrick’s Day.
Students read stories written by Dr. Seuss and learned about rhyming words. The children
participated in Read Across America and enjoyed listening to a Dr. Seuss book read to them by a
policeman, after they were able to ask him questions. For St. Patrick’s Day students enjoyed
learning about the Irish culture. They participated in Irish dancing while at an assembly and in
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class read and created a Limerick. Students worked on measurement and time in math. In science
they learned about the weather and created pinwheels and paper airplanes to support their learning.

Grade 1 - Miss Marilyn Varallo, Ms. Jenny Kirby, and Mrs. Nancy Apisa
Our First Graders are gaining in computer skills. The students are researching animals and writing
reports. The children are also learning keyboarding skills.

The students participated in Read Across America Day. They read Dr. Seuss books alone, and to
each other, throughout the day. One of Verona’s police officers read a book to the children. He
was a great success! Other activities followed, including the making of original rhyming books and
poems.

St. Patrick’s Day was celebrated in many ways. The children had been discussing folklore and
legends in literature, and the holiday was a perfect segue.

This annual event was celebrated on March 1, one day before famous author and
illustrator Theodore Seuss Geisel, aka Dr. Seuss, was born in 1904. Excited parents and guests of
2B and 2S eagerly arrived at Laning to read a variety of picture books to small groups of students.
Everyone enjoyed sharing the diverse picture books and meeting family members. Thank you to
everyone who was able to read to our wonderful classes! Nightly reading should continue at home
to encourage lifelong readers.

Also in March, students participated in an array of activities across the content areas as they
learned about the celebration of St. Patrick’s Day. Numerous stories were read and discussed,
which stressed the importance of the environment, culture and caring about others. Students were
prompted to add descriptive adjectives to book reports in the listening center. In related activities,





students read paragraphs to follow directions, used word searches to increase their vocabulary and
completed picture find to aid perception skills. Using their math skills, students used a coordinate
grid to plot the points necessary to draw a shamrock. The unit was filled with a variety of fun
activities, while stressing the importance of pride in one’s heritage.

With the welcome of an early spring, science classes will study weather. Be sure to discuss the
local weather conditions with your child and notice any interesting details about the ever-changing
weather in northern Jersey.

Grade 3 — Mrs. Jaime Ricci and Mr. Brian Samples
March has shaped up to be an exciting month for the third graders at Laning Avenue School. Battle
of the Books has begun and all of the children are reading up a storm!

NJ ASK is around the corner. The students have written a variety of stories using various poem
and speculative prompts. Students also reviewed and put into practice an open-ended question
strategy to properly address the open-ended Math and Language Arts questions on the NJ ASK.

In Writing, students are creating and illustrating “buddy biographies™ that will be sent out and
turned into a hardcover book! The students are extremely excited and can’t wait to see the finished
product that will arrive sometime before the end of the school year.

In Reading, students have become familiar with the various elements of poetry, and have worked
hard to use comprehension strategies presented in class. The third graders have succeeded greatly
in expanding their appreciation of poetry in general. In Mathematics, we have finished a unit on
Multiplying Greater Numbers. The children are doing a fantastic job with their multiplication
facts! Moving in to April, we will look forward to a unit on identifying patterns.

Important information regarding the new state school report cards

The NJ Department of Education has released the new school report cards for the 2012-13 school
year. The data in the report is based on the 2011-2012 school year which has been previously
discussed at our public meetings and reported on by the local media. We would like to highlight
some areas in which the report needs further explanation. Below are some of the important points
as they relate to the new school report card as well as excerpts taken directly from the NJDOE
report card interpretation guide.

e Data time frame- The student performance data indicated in this report is from the 2011-
2012 school year. We have already spent a significant amount of time last spring and
summer analyzing this data to make decisions regarding modifications for curriculum and
instruction.

e Advanced Placement- While we have not met the state target of 75% for percentage of
AP test scores three and above in English, Math, Social Studies, or Science, we have
significantly increased our percentage to 72% over the past several years. We have
earned national recognition on the AP Honor Roll for increasing both our participation
rate and the level of performance for the 2011-12 school year.

e College and Career Readiness- one of the state’s measures of college and career readiness
is the percentage of 10™ & 11™ graders who take the PSAT in a given year. Our
percentage for last year is reported as 37%. However, 100% of our 10" graders were
administered a free version of the PSAT through Kaplan. If they were included in the
total percentage, our percent of 10" & 11" graders who were administered a form of the
PSAT would be 87%. For the 2012-13 school year 55.6% of our students in grades 10
and 11 have taken the PSAT not including the students who took the free Kaplan test.

» Graduation rate- the rules on this have changed for all districts.

o Special education students, some of whom attend school outside the district, are
counted in the total if they do not graduate in four years. This is true for students
whose individualized education plan requires an extended high school experience.

o Students who drop out prior to their senior year are counted.

o Students who move and do not enroll in a new school are counted.

e Comparison groups- we feel strongly that these factors make up a much more meaningful
comparison group:

o Configuration- K-12 districts are difficult to compare to K-8 or 9-12.

o Size- we use the range of 1800-3500 students which makes much more sense than
comparing a district with 200 students to a district with 2500.

o Demographics- similar demographics (education, wealth, transience, etc.) must be
considered to make valid comparisons.

Some notes from the NJ Department of Education’s school report card interpretive guide:
“...results on the HSPA exam are significantly skewed as statewide proficiency rates top
93% in language arts and 83% in math, making both peer group comparisons and
statewide rankings less meaningful for those schools with very high proficiency rates.”
All of the schools in our peer group have proficiency rates in the high 90’s, making the
comparison much less meaningful.

Dear Parent/Guardian,

Recently, we have encountered some isolated insect issues in the hallways and lockers that have
increased both last week and early this week. While the issues themselves pose no harm to students and
staff and could be attributed to a number of factors, , we would like to inform you of the steps we take
throughout the year as well as what we will be doing next week to address this situation.

The Verona School District adheres to an Integrated Pest Management System, which is required by law
for all schools in the state of New Jersey, for all of the buildings in the district. We have a service
(Alliance Pest Control who serve 60 school districts in the state and are very familiar with IPM
requirements along with best practices for controlling pests) that makes routine visits and inspections,
as well as recommendations to remediate any pest problem. Each time the service visits, or if any issues
related to insects or other pest events occurs, it is recorded in our IPM Log Book. Due to restrictions on
the use of chemicals (including pesticides) while children are present, our Custodial Staff is limited in
how they can address certain issues. That being said, our Custodial Staff is always prepared to the best
of their ability to provide appropriate steps to remediate any problems during the school day. If you
would like more information regarding our IPM Policy, please visit the district web site and click on
Buildings and Grounds, then see the link on the left side of the page Integrated Pest Management for
more details.

While our Custodial staff and our outside Commercial Pest Control company play a major role in this
area, all of us have an opportunity to assist in helping our building to be as clean and clear of pest issues
as possible. To this end, VHS will be following a Locker Clean-Out schedule on Thursday, April 18". This
is similar to our end of the year locker clean-out, where students will be called to their locker by grade
and throw any unnecessary materials into the trash. We will also be asking our students to remove all
books, clothing and other items from their locker on Friday, April 19" so that our Custodial Staff can
sweep all the lockers during our Spring Vacation. Mr. Paul McDevitt, our Director of Facilities, will meet
with our Commercial Pest Control Company to review the situation and address our concerns. The
outside company will make recommendations that will be followed during our Spring Break. Finally, we
are recommending that all students and staff who bring their lunch to school use sealed plastic
containers in an effort to provide a more sanitary environment.





We are confident that the steps that we have taken, as well as these that will be put in place over the
next two weeks will appropriately address this situation. Thank you for your continued support of
Verona High School.

NJ STARS

is a program created in 2004 by the State of
New Jersey to provide access to higher educa-
tion for the State's highest achieving students.
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Eligibility

e Students who graduate in the top 15.0% of their high
school class may be eligible to receive an NJ STARS
award for attendance at the New Jersey county col-
lege where they reside.

e Students may attend another New Jersey county
college only if their desired program of study is not
offered at the county college where they reside or is
oversubscribed for at least one year.

e Students identified as potential NJ STARS must
achieve the required score on a college place-
ment test to demonstrate readiness for college-
level coursework prior to receiving a scholarship.
If remediation is required, the student has one
year from September 1 following high school
graduation to demonstrate college readiness.

Students must have complete a rigorous high
school course of study.

Students must take at least 12 college-level credits
each semester and maintain continuous full-time
enrollment in an associate degree program at their
home county college.

Students must be citizens or eligible non-citizens
and legal NJ residents for at least 12 consecutive
months immediately prior to high school graduation.

Students must file a Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA) and submit all required
information within established State deadlines.

Students must attain a cumulative grade point aver-
age (GPA) of 3.0 or higher by the start of the second
year of county college enrollment to meet the aca-
demic requirement for NJ STARS renewal.

NJ STARS students must graduate with a cumulative
GPA of 3.25 or higher to qualify academically for the
NJ STARS Il program.
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Benefits

The NJ STARS award covers the cost of tuition,
less any State and/or Federal grants and scholar-
ships, for up to 18 credit hours per semester.

Students may be eligible to receive an NJ STARS
award for up to 5 semesters of continuous full-time
enrollment in a degree program.

Apply for admission to your home county college.

File a FAFSA annually by the State deadline listed
on the application.

Meet all eligibility requirements.

Notification of your NJ STARS eligibility will be
provided by your home county college.
