All students participating in any sport including Marching Band are required to have a physical on file in the nurse’s

office. Your child will not be allowed to practice or compete in any sport any season unless the forms are completed
and returned to the nurse’s office in a timely manner. If possible, forms should be submitted before June 21°%.
The following in the information you need to know about submitting forms:

Physicals are only “current” and acceptable for 365 days from the exam date. The date the doctor filled out the
form does not matter.

If you child has had a physical within the last 365 days, you can have the physician complete Part B of the NJ
State Physical Examination Form based on this exam. Please advise the doctor that ALL AREAS OF THE FORM
MUST BE COMPLETED (including vision) or the form will be returned. Parents need to complete Part A of the
Physical Examination Form.

If your child had a physical within the past 365 days and you have already provided me with the forms
mentioned above, your physical information is on file in the student’s medical file and recorded in Genesis for
the coaches viewing. If you are unsure whether your child has a current physical on file, please call me and | will
check your child’s medical records. If this is the case, parents need to complete the HEALTH HISTORY UPDATE
FORM. This form is required for the 2 seasons when a new physical is not due. You will receive a confirmation
that the school doctor has approved your son/daughter’s physical.

If your child’s physical is due after the deadline listed below but before the first athletic practice, please speak
with Mrs. Bush directly. 973-571-6750 ext 1014

Physicals that are current on the first day of practice are good for the season. You are strongly encouraged to
get your child a new physical and submit the forms immediately.

The NJ State Physical Form is the only acceptable form according to NJ STATE LAW.

All forms are attached to this email. The information and all forms are also available on the website, either
under athletics or on Mrs. Bush’s webpage.

State law further mandates that the school physician countersign every physical done by a private doctor. It is
imperative that physicals be received by the deadlines listed below so that there is no delay in your child being
able to participate.

Forms that are not submitted by the last day of school may be brought to the main office of the high school
during regular summer hours. You will be asked to sign that you have dropped off these papers. The school
nurse works limited hours during the summer months.

Steroid and concussion forms are returned directly to the Coach.

Monday, August 19™. Other sports and band camp follow.

Winter season 2013-14: Part A & B or Health History Update due by Friday, November 1. Practices begin

Spring season 2014: Physical due Friday, February 7. Practices begin Monday, March 2",

CONCUSSION POLICY ACKNOWLEDGMENT FORM

In order to help protect the student athletes of New Jersey, the NJSIAA has mandated that all
athletes, parents/guardians and coaches follow the NJSIAA Concussion Policy.

A concussion is a brain injury and all brain injuries are serious. They ware caused by a bump, blow, or
jolt to the head, or by a blow to another part of the body with the force transmitted to the head. They
can range from mild to severe and can disrupt the way the brain normally works. Even though most
concussions are mild, all concussions are potentially serious and may result in complications
including prolonged brain damage and death if not recognized and managed properly. In other
words, even a “ding” or a bump on the head can be serious. You can’t see a concussion and most
sports concussions occur without loss of consciousness. Signs and symptoms of concussion may
show up right after the injury or can take hours or days to fully appear. If your child/player reports any
symptoms of concussion, or if you notice the symptoms or signs of concussion yourself, seek medical
attention right away.

Symptoms may include one or more of the following:
Headache.

Nausea/vomiting.

Balance problems or dizziness.

Double vision or changes in vision.

Sensitivity to light or sound/noise.

Feeling of sluggishness or fogginess.

Difficulty with concentration, short-term memory, and/or confusion.
Irritability or agitation.

Depression or anxiety.

Signs observed by teammates, parents and coaches include:

1. Appears dazed, stunned, or disoriented.

2. Forgets plays or demonstrates short-term memory difficulties (e.g. is unsure of the
game, score, or opponent)

Answers questions slowly or inaccurately.

Loses consciousness.

Demonstrates behavior or personality changes.

Is unable to recall events prior to or after the hit.

What can happen if my child/player keeps on playing with a concussion or returns too soon?

Athletes with the signs and symptoms of concussion should be removed from play immediately.
Continuing to play with the signs and symptoms of a concussion leaves the young athlete especially
vulnerable to greater injury. There is an increased risk of significant damage from a concussion for a
period of time after that concussion occurs, particularly if the athlete suffers another concussion
before completely recovering from the first one. This can lead to prolonged recovery, or even to
severe brain swelling (second impact syndrome) with devastating and even fatal consequences. It is
well known that adolescent or teenage athletes will often under report symptoms of injuries. And
concussions are no different. As a result, education of administrators, coaches, parents and students
is the key for student-athlete’s safety.

If yvou think your child/player has suffered a concussion

Any athlete even suspected of suffering a concussion should be removed from the game or practice
immediately. No athlete may return to activity after an apparent head injury or concussion, regardless
of how mild it seems or how quickly symptoms clear. Close observation of the athlete should continue
for several hours.

An athlete who is suspected of sustaining a concussion or head injury in a practice or game shall be
removed from competition at that time and may not return to play until the athlete is evaluated by a
medical doctor or doctor of Osteopathy, trained in the evaluation and management of concussion and
received written clearance to return to play from that health care provider.

You should also inform you child’s Coach, Athletic Trainer (ATC), and/or Athletic Director, if you think
that your child/player may have a concussion. And when it doubt, the athlete sits out.

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NJSIAA STEROID TESTING POLICY

CONSENT TO RANDOM TESTING

In Executive Order 72, issued December 20, 2005, Governor Richard Codey
directed the New Jersey Department of Education to work in conjunction with the
New Jersey State Interscholastic Athletic Association (NJSIAA) to develop and
implement a program of random testing for steroids, of teams and individuals
qualifying for championship games.

Beginning in the Fall, 2006 sports season, any student-athlete who possesses,
distributes, ingests or otherwise uses any of the banned substances on the attached
page, without written prescription by a fully-licensed physician, as recognized by the
American Medical Association, to treat a medical condition, violates the NJSIAA’s
sportsmanship rule, and is subject to NJSIAA penalties, including ineligibility from
competition. The NJSIAA will test certain randomly selected individuals and teams
that qualify for a state championship tournament or state championship competition
for banned substances. The results of all tests shall be considered confidential and
shall only be disclosed to the student, his or her parents and his or her school. No
student may participate in NJSIAA competition unless the student and the student’s
parent/guardian consent to random testing.

By signing below, we consent to random testing in accordance with the
NJSIAA steroid testing policy. We understand that, if the student or the student’s
team qualifies for a state championship tournament or state championship
competition, the student may be subject to testing for banned substances.

Can you believe this school year is coming to a close? Our first graders have learned so much and
continue to prepare for second grade. In writing workshop both classes completed a unit on How to and
All About writings. The Mother’s Day writing was a very special version of an “All About” which the
students enjoyed creating. Weren’t the portraits special? A unit on poetry has followed so please continue
to expose your child to this genre for fun.

In math, we just completed a topic on geometry. Presently we are working on a unit on fractions.
The students need to realize the smaller the fraction the larger the piece. This concept can be very
confusing. So, throughout the summer, show your child one half of a whole item and then %4 and so on.
Also, the students learned many different strategies to add and subtract to find the sum/difference. The
use of related facts and fact families is very important at this stage of their learning. It would be very
helpful to practice flash cards for accuracy and repetition as much as possible at home during the summer
months. Also use math skills in practical fun ways. For example: have your child use an analog clock to
tell time for their daily events to the hour and half hour.





In Reading, the students have made remarkable progress. Please continue to motivate your child
to read by engaging them in conversations about the book they are reading. Discuss why a character may
have acted in a certain way, ask questions related to making connections with the story read, and even
discuss their feelings about a given story. Have fun, no pressure.

We just want to say thank you to all the parents for helping their first grader be respectful,
responsible and resourceful this school year. Enjoy your summer and make new memories for your child
to think about when choosing topics to write. Remember to keep a record of special activities and or
events in their idea pads so they always have a topic to ponder.

Battle of the Books was a highlight of the year. Months of hard work paid off as students enjoyed
competing for a school champion team.

In Reading workshop, students reflected on their growth as a reader through a reading reflection
journal.

Studies. Each student researched 4 monuments, memorials, or historic places in our nation's capital. They
designed a model of a giant sized postcards and wrote a letter highlight their research, findings and fun
facts that they learned on their "virtual trip".

Resource Center students have been busy getting ready for NJ ASK testing and Battle of the
Books. Third graders read two novels, The Case of the Mummy Mystery and Civil War on Sunday, in the
Resource Center for practice with summaries and detail questions. Reading the Cricket in Times Square
as a whole school read aloud was also fun and this book is a battle book as well. Third graders have been
applying the skills they learned this year in Reader’s Workshop to their reading for the Battle of the
Books project. Third graders have learned a lot of new strategies and are applying them to their
independent reading.

For NJ ASK practice, third and fourth graders reviewed writing strategies and developed leads for
many writing prompts similar to the prompts given as part of the testing. Students were excited to
develop these leads and became very comfortable with developing creative leads in a short period of time.

It has been a very busy and exciting spring in the library! We had a wonderful visit with author
Debbie Dadey, who has written over 140 books, including the Bailey School Kids series, which is one of
our favorites! We are also preparing for our next author visit on June 18" from Lisa Funari-Willever,
author of the Nicky Fifth series. We have been reading her books, and talking about her writing, and we
are so excited to meet her! We will be winding down the year by thinking about our favorite books we
have read this year, and planning our summer reading.

They have been busy completing
the inventory process, which is essential to providing our students with proper access to library materials.

TECHNOLOGY — JENNIFER HOGAN

We have had a busy spring in Technology class. Our Kindergartens worked hard to create “All
About Me” slide shows using Kid Pix. They have also been working on their keyboarding skills focusing
on using both left and right hands to type the alphabet. Students have also been using Microsoft Word
learning to type words and change text font, size and color. The first graders completed slide shows
showing their knowledge of the Seasons. Students had to use drawing tools to create pictures and open
text boxes to type a fact about each season. The first grade has also been working on keyboarding,
keeping their hands on the home keys and using two hands for typing.

In second grade students used Google Maps and PowerPoint to create slide shows of where they
live. They had to copy, paste and crop images of their country, state, town, etc. and add titles. Students
then added designs and transitions to present their finished presentations to their class.

The third graders spent some time in class typing and editing their Buddy Biography books using
Microsoft Word. Lots of hard work went into these and I am sure the finished products will show their





efforts. The 3rd grade also used PowerPoint to create slideshows comparing and contrasting vertebrates
and invertebrates. Students added definitions, text boxes and images to complete these informative slide
shows.

Our Fourth Grade classes completed virtual science labs to help them visualize concepts they were
learning about the states of matter in science. We also had a poetry day where students were able to
complete online activities to review different types of poems using personification, hyperbole, and
alliteration. Students are currently working on PowerPoint slideshows taking an aspect of Technology
and showing how it has changed and improved over time.

Demystilying College Admissions and Aid

to keep students on track during the college admission process.

This installment focuses on juniors. (Seniors, your June checklist was published on
Monday.) We've asked Kristen Learner, the director of college counseling at The
Benjamin School in Palm Beach Gardens, Fla., and Jeffrey Wong, a college counselor at
the school, for admission advice for the class of 2014. — Tanya Abrams

High school graduations, N.B.A. finals, the first days of summer and the last days of
school make it easy to get wrapped up in fun and festivities. However, this month also
offers many opportunities for rising seniors to continue the college admission process.

Juniors, here is your college admission checklist for June:
Resist the Lull

With summer break just around the corner, June can be a tough month for juniors.
Warmer weather, classes coming to an end and the sweet promise of sleeping past 7 a.m.
can combine to lull you into an early case of senioritis.

Do not succumb! During the final days of classes, you are putting the finishing touches on
a high school transcript that will make its way into the hands of college admission officers
in the fall.

Finalize Your Senior Schedule

Colleges look to admit students who are entering their academic prime. As such, your
senior year schedule should be your most rigorous to date.

A solid academic program that challenges you and puts you in a position to succeed —
and, hopefully, includes a foreign language — will go a long way in the college admission
process. Seek the advice of your 11th-grade teachers, your counselor, your parents and
perhaps even a college admission officer to create the best possible schedule.

Ask for Teacher Recommendations

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Recommendation letters from one or two teachers of core academic subjects allow
admission officers to go beyond your grades and standardized test scores and learn more
about you, your learning style and your academic abilities.

As your junior year concludes, think about 11th- and 12th-grade teachers who can
describe your academic abilities and performance. Who knows you best? Ask these
teachers if they are willing to write a letter in your support. If they hesitate, consider
asking someone else.

Begin Your Summer Plans

Colleges want to know how you spend your summers. While sitting by the pool, watching
reruns of “Gossip Girl” or playing Madden 2013 provide a bit of well-deserved downtime,
this is not what you want to list on the extracurricular section of your college
applications.

Whether your plans include a summer job, an internship, camp, travel, classes,
community service or all of the above, it is time to swing into action.

Evaluate Your Testing Plan

As you pause between junior and senior years, summer is a good time to evaluate your
standardized testing plan.

Do you prefer the ACT or the SAT? Are your scores higher on one of the tests? Do any of
the colleges you are considering require subject tests? Remember: More than 800
colleges and universities do not require standardized testing as part of the admission
process. Visit www.fairtest.org for a list of these institutions.

Start Writing Your College Essay

Your high school transcript is the initial criterion used to evaluate your application, but
the college essay is a chance to introduce yourself to the admission committee. This is
your opportunity to tell them who you are, what you value and what they would not know
about you from the rest of your application.

While it is not necessary to complete a final draft in June, it is a good idea to start writing
your essay in the summer, when you don’t have school essays and projects hanging over
your head. The five new Common Application essay prompts are now available and are a
good place to begin thinking about what you will write.

Fulfill Specific Requirements for Athletes and Artists

Are you thinking about pursuing the arts or playing a sport in college? If so, your
application process may include a few additional components.

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If you are an athlete, use this time to create an athletic résumé and collect highlight film
footage. Artists should find out what their prospective colleges require and use this time
to prepare an art portfolio or, if applicable, select a piece to perform for auditions.

Visit College Campuses

Summer is a great time to visit college campuses. The green quads may not be
overflowing with students and the campus centers may look a bit empty, but most
admission offices employ a number of summer tour guides who are eager to show you
around and tell you all of the reasons they selected their college. Their availability allows
you and your parents to hit the road and truly discover what you are looking for in your
college experience, all without missing important high school days.

While information sessions and tours are a must, be sure to spend some unscripted time
exploring, which can be just as helpful in learning more about college communities. To
avoid campus confusion and prepare for the “why would you like to attend our college”
questions, take notes and keep a journal.

Consider How You Will Pay for College

Now is the time to talk to your family about paying for your college education. Don’t be
scared away by the listed cost of attendance. With financial aid, the most expensive
institution can often become the most affordable.

Consider using the FAFSA4caster, which will help you estimate your eligibility for federal
financial aid. College and university net price calculators will give you a better sense of
what you will be expected to pay. The financial aid officers at these institutions are also a
great resource. Having these important conversations now will ensure that your financial
aid process is off to a strong start.

Read, Relax and Recharge

The fall will be very busy, and you want to make sure you return to school ready for all
that senior year will require of you. Summer is a great time to move forward with the
college admission process, but it is also an important time to recharge and spend time
with family and friends.

Make time for yourself and the activities you enjoy. Senior year will be here in no time, so
enjoy your time off, finish your summer reading and be ready to start strong in the fall!

VERONA HIGH SCHOOL CAPTURES THE PRESTIGIOUS RON SAN FILLIPO CUP!

On June 12, 2013, Verona athletic director, Gary Farishian, was informed that the
Hillbillies were awarded the Ron San Fillipo Olympic Cup for the 2012-2013 sports year,
symbolic of overall athletic excellence.

“On behalf of the athletic department, I'd like to congratulate all the coaches and student
athletes for helping to bring this award to Verona High School”, Farishian said. “I'm very
proud of everyone who helped make this possible. Millourn and Mt. St. Dominic won
the award in past years, and we knew it wouldn’t be easy to win in such a competitive
conference.”

The Cup is on campus and will be visible to all visitors at the high school for the
upcoming school year. Named after the Super Essex Conference’s Executive Director,
the Ron San Fillipo Olympic Cup is ‘presented annually to a conference school whose
(boys or girls) teams, according to established criteria, have excelled in conference

play.’

There are two Cups, one for the boys and one for girls and the award is passed around
annually to the victorious schools. Seton Hall Prep gained the boys cup for the third
time in the four years of the SEC’s existence, while Millburn has won two years in the
girls category prior to Mt. St. Dominic..

The voting was extremely close, with Verona tallying 73.65 points to edge Livingston,
which had a strong fall season to take second with 72.85. West Essex was third,
scoring 66.95.

Dear Parents and Guardians:

Verona High School’s Prom and Graduation both take place in June this year. These are wonderful
events in the life of your junior or senior student. To local law enforcement agencies, however, this
same period is filled with apprehension. This time of year rarely goes by without some kind of teen
alcohol or drug incident. As you prepare for these important celebrations, we appeal to you to talk with
your son or daughter about these safety concerns:

1. For students with a provisional driver’s license: Remember that provisional drivers may not
drive after 11pm and risk being pulled over by a police officer. Please arrange for alternative
methods of transportation

2. Remind your child to never get in the car with a driver who has been drinking alcohol or smoking
pot...call for a ride.

3. Talk to your child about binge drinking. As you know, no one is immune from alcohol poisoning.
Let them know that if they are with someone who is severely impaired (vomiting, passed out,
breathing erratic, skin cold or blue) they should call 911 for help. They will not be charged and
they may even save their friend’s life.

And as always, Parents Who Host Lose the Most. It is illegal to serve alcohol to minors on your property.

LET’S GET READING
AT THE VERONA POOL!!

The Summer Outdoor Reading Program is ready for its fourth
summer at the Verona Pool. The program is sponsored by
C.H.ILL.D., Inc. a Verona not-for-profit organization and run
through the Verona Recreation Department. The reading room
is located next to the Reading Shed, in the corner opposite the
playground. Look for the brightly colored reading carts.

The goal of this program is to make reading fun! Our reading room, with a 500+ book collection,
including audio-books and books from the summer reading lists, is run outdoors to make it more
accessible and inviting. The program works as follows:

* The Summer Outdoor Reading Room at the Pool will be open Monday-Friday from 1-4,
June 24™ through July 26™. The first 25 kids to sign up on June 24" will get a free book.

* The Reading Room is run by two full-time staff: VHS alum, recent Rutgers University graduate
and aspiring author, Luke Fess, and VHS rising sophomore, Emma Francullo. Volunteer,
Maddi Britch, also a rising sophomore at Verona High School, will be helping as well.

*  Youth in grades Pre-K through 8 sign up beginning on June 24", and set a goal to read a certain
number of books or minutes by July 26™.

* Readers can borrow from our book collection while they are at the pool. All books are to
remain at the pool and be returned to the book cart at the end of the day. Upon request, we will
assure that the selected book is available—with bookmark intact—the following day.

* Each day (or whenever they are at the pool), readers log the number of minutes they have read
(they may read their own books as well—all reading does not need to occur at the pool).

* Based the number of minutes of read, readers will receive gift certificates from the Towne
Scoop, Game Stop, Watchung Booksellers, or the Verona Pool Snack Bar. For example, a child
in grades 5 — 8 will receive a prize after every 250 minutes of reading, children in grades 3-4
will receive a prize after every 200 minutes, and children in grades Pre-K through 2 will
receive a prize after every 10 books, or 200 minutes.

* The focus this summer will be on reading, vocabulary and creative writing. Look for the word
of the day, the creative writing prompt of the day and more ...

Course recommendations from teachers are based upon a variety of
criteria including grade in current course, work ethic, and interest in
the course. Teachers have discussed course placement with students
and students should consult with their teachers if there are any
questions about placement in courses.

February 2013: School Counselors visited HBW for meetings with 8" grade
students to discuss the freshmen year schedule.

March 8th-April 19" The Parent Portal will be open for 8"- 11" grade students
and parents to review and discuss teacher recommendations.

March 18"- April 15™: Students and Parents will input course requests into the
Parent Portal by grade level (Schedule and Instructions to follow)

March-April, 2013: School Counselors will meet with 9" grade students in
Freshmen Seminar and 10" grade students in Physical Education classes to discuss
their future goals and course selection for next year. Juniors will discuss their
schedule at the Junior Post-Secondary conference or may schedule a separate
appointment with their counselor.

March 18th-April 19™: Parents and students will be able to review all course
requests through the Parent Portal. Students should make an appointment or e-
mail their counselor with any corrections or changes no later than April 19™.

June 20" Preliminary schedules (no teacher names, room numbers, or periods)
will be posted on the Parent Portal.

Mid- August: Final schedules with teacher names, room numbers, and periods will
be posted on the Parent Portal. A Global Connect will announce when these are
available.
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Course Registration will begin March 18"

Teacher Recommendations are now available on the Parent Portal.

Students will input their requests into the Parent Portal by grade level, according to the following schedule.

Class of 2014 (Grade 11) Tuesday, March 18"-Monday, March 25"
Class of 2015 (Grade 10) Tuesday, March 26™-Monday, April 1°
Class of 2016 (Grade 9) Tuesday, April 2™- Monday, April 8"
Class of 2017 (Grade 8) Tuesday April 9"- Monday, April 15"

Log onto www.veronaschools.org, click the “A+ Grades” icon to get to the Parent Portal.
Click the Student Data tab in the top Blue Bar.

Click the small Scheduling tab on the lower bar to see teacher recommendations.

Click Request Tab to select course requests.

Click Request a Course under each subject area. For example, click “Request a Course” under English. The

screen will list all English courses.

The courses that have the APPLE i in the Status column are the teacher recommended courses. If you are in
agreement with the recommendations, you need not indicate another request.

To request a course, click the “Request a Course Button”. For elective courses, you may indicate a priority in the
Priority column.

If you wish your child to take a lower level than the one the teacher recommended, simply request the new
course.

If you wish to request a course that is a level above what is recommended, request the course. Then complete
the Request for Course Override Form and submit it to your student’s school counselor immediately. This form
can be found on the Verona High School Guidance Website, www.veronaschools.org/guidance.

Continue to select courses from all Subject Areas. Be sure to review the Curriculum Bulletin to examine
graduation requirements, course descriptions, prerequisites, and course sequencing before selecting courses.

To select a Study Hall, select the Study Hall Subject Area, then select either Full-Year or Half-Year Study Hall.

Choose five elective courses and prioritize them 1-5 using the priority box to the right of each course. If you are
interested in enrolling in Choir, please request it as well, but do not place it in the prioritized list, since it’s the
only course offered during zero period.

Students who wish to have a study hall should only select 36 credits within the school day. (This does not
include Choir, which occurs during zero period in the morning)

Students wishing to have a full schedule should select 41 credits within the school day. (This does not include

The Parent Portal will remain accessible for you to review final requests only. If you wish to make any changes
during this time, they must be submitted writing or e-mail to your child’s school counselor. The deadline for
these course changes is April 19",

Preliminary schedules (no teacher names, room numbers, or periods) will be posted on the Parent Portal on
June 20th.

Final schedules with teacher names, room numbers, and periods will be posted on the Parent Portal mid-

The Verona Math Department uses the TI-Nspire calculator in all levels of the Algebra 1
curriculum. We are recommending that students purchase their own calculators. To assist in this
purchase, the Verona Math Department has secured a deal with EAI Education to purchase these
calculators at a reduced price. These calculators can also be purchased at the majority of
electronics retail stores. If you choose to purchase the calculator through the Verona
Mathematics Department, please refer to the attached order form or you can order on line by
using the following link Order Form.

The TI-Nspire was chosen due to its versatility and applicability to all math subjects. Thus,
students will use this calculator for all subsequent math courses. The TI-Nspire calculator is
permitted for use on all state and national assessments (HSPA, SAT, PSAT, ACT, Advanced
Placement). Although a limited number of calculators will be made available, we encourage each
student to have his or her own personal calculator due to the following benefits:

» With a personal calculator, your child will be able to continue exploring concepts after class, at
his or her own pace, and to complete homework utilizing the methods taught in class.

* A calculator is a more affordable and convenient form of technology than a personal computer.
A calculator is portable, so your child can have it available anytime, anywhere he or she needs it.
* Like a personal computer, T1 calculators with Flash technology are upgradeable, providing
long-term value and extending your investment over all of your child’s mathematics courses.
