What is Give Kids a Smile?

Give Kids a Smile! (GKAS) is a national program
modeled after the St
Louis, MO program of
the same name. Once a
year, on the first Friday in
February, volunteers in
the dental community
give their time and ser-
vices to deliver screenings
and treatment to needy
children age 12 and un-
der, absolutely free.

In New Jersey, thousands of children each year
take part in the program at more than 80 loca-
tions in almost every county in the state. More
than 1,100 volunteers make the program happen
in urban, suburban and rural settings since it began
in 2003.

Through the cooperation of the University of
Medicine and Dentistry of New Jersey, the New
Jersey Dental Hygienists’ Association and the New
Jersey Dental Assistants’ Association, the volun-
teers in New Jersey make GKAS a true team ef-

fort.

Though this one day receives much attention,
dentists regularly treat patients free of charge,
year-round, without fanfare or media attention.

A Tragedy That’s Preventable
Thousands of children live in New Jersey with persistent, dis-
tracting pain, the inability to chew and eat properly and disfig-

uring decay and swelling. The crisis is staggering:

e More than 1/3 of all children in the U.S. have no

dental insurance

e Uninsured children are 2.5 times less likely to re-

ceive dental care than insured children

e 80% of tooth decay in the U.S. is suffered by 25% of
the children

e Economic disadvantage is the single best predictor

of tooth decay in children

Tooth decay (or cavities) is the #| chronic childhood disease in
America and is largely preventable. It is five times more preva-
lent than asthma, and disproportionately affects children from

low-income families.

The good news is that—with periodic oral

healthcare, good oral hygiene and fluoridated

water—tooth decay is preventable.

Verona High School Students Refurbish School's Greenhouse

After over a decade of vacancy, the Greenhouse at Verona High School has been revived. The Verona
High School Environmental Club has been working to grow organic vegetables and herbs. As of right
now the efforts in the Greenhouse are being used only as an education tool within the confines of the
Environmental Club.

Shadowing FAQs:

1. Is shadowing a half-day or a full day? The 8th grader will visit for the duration of the day.
The all-day visit will be from 7:45am to 2:33pm. Visiting students may bring a bag lunch or
they may purchase lunch in our cafeteria






2. Is there a dress code for students who visit? Visitors are asked to dress appropriately
and follow the guidelines outlined in the Verona High School Student/Parent Handbook which
can be accessed directly on the Verona High School Website.

3. How do | schedule a shadow visit? To schedule a time to visit fill out the registration
form on line located on the Verona High School web site.

4. How far in advance do | need to call to schedule a shadow visit? We recommend that
a parent schedule the visit at least one week in advance. Many days do fill up so the sooner a
visit can be scheduled the better

5. Does a prospective student shadow a freshman, sophomore, junior, or senior? In
most cases, the 8th grade students will be paired with a freshman. All attempts will be made
to accommodate all requests. Members of the Verona High School Honor Society are
available for pairing if your child does not know any member of the Verona High School
student body to be paired with. Please make your request when you register for your
shadowing visit.

6. Where should | bring and pick up my child for his or her visit? All 8th grade visitors
and their parents will come to the main entrance in the front of school. Enter through the main
doors and walk straight ahead to the main lobby. This is where the 8th grade students and
the Verona High School student guides will meet and where you will pick your child up at 2:33
p.m.

7. Does a parent need to come into the school building when dropping off or picking
up his or her child? It is necessary that a parent or other designated adult accompany the
student into Verona High School when dropping off and picking up. There is a sheet that the
parent/adult will need to sign. At the beginning of the visit the parent or adult will need to
leave an emergency contact number. At the end of the visit, the parent or designated adult
will sign his or her child out so that Verona High School knows that the prospective student is
no longer on campus. If students come together and a parent is not present the parent or
designated adult bringing the students needs to sign both students in and out.

A Women only Self-Defense Seminar will be held on Saturday, February 8, 2014 from 2pm to 4pm in the
cafeteria of Verona High School (151 Fairview Avenue, Verona).
