The Stevens Institute of Technology

Welcome to the fourth issue
of EbD News, (Grades 3 and
4), Verona’s Science,
Technology, Engineering,
Mathematics Elementary
newsletter. The engineering
students are learning about
the principles of scale and
proportion. Scale is defined as
an increase or decrease in an
object’s size while proportion
characterizes comparative
relation to the object’s
changing size. Dimension
changes by the same measure
each time.

Our scholars are completing a
number of activities in order
to gain a working knowledge
of this concept. Centimeter
graph paper was suitable for

the first activity. A 2cm x 4cm rectangle,
increased in scale three times, would
appear as 4cm x 8cm, 6cm x 12cm and
8cm x 16cm. Multiplying centimeters by
an equivalent amount maintains the
rectangle’s proportional integrity.
Following this exercise, the engineers
are increasing a 2-D airplane on a large
sheet of mural paper by four scales,
(1:4). Precise measurement and
preserving proportion as scale increases
is essential. Finally, they will form
collaborative teams in order to design a
3-D airplane utilizing multiple sheets of
centimeter graph paper. The students
will employ the (EDP) Engineering
Design Process. EDP ensures the
successful design of new and improved
products through the Identification of
the problem to be solved, brainstorming
solutions, assessment and testing for
possible design flaws, accounting for
constraints and presenting the product
for final evaluation.

In review, STEM is a well thought out
approach that emphasizes student-
centered, collaborative learning.
Authentic experiences may promote
meaningful engagement in real-world
applications of learning. To be successful
during EbD/STEM learning experiences,
students need to be able to move
beyond fact based cognitive tasks and

gain a foundational understanding of the
context which enables high-order
thinking skills. Engineering design is
primarily about problem solving and
developing solutions.

In addition, elementary computer
technology facilitators Mrs. Jackie
Giannuario, Mrs. Jennifer Hogan and Mr.
Nick Klose are offering online activities to
our 3" and 4" grade students that
support the goals and objectives of our
engineering program.

Although February is the shortest month and we spent our share of days
snowed in; we were very busy in our Kindergarten classrooms!

We celebrated the 100™ day of school with many fun activities! Our students made hats, crowns,
belts and banners to show that they are 100 days smarter. We counted to 100 many different ways, drew
100 shapes, made a pizza with 100 toppings, walked 100 steps, and many other fun 100 things!

The students joined F.N. Brown for their One School, One Book activity! They read along at
home with their families and even listened in school while pretending they were on the beach! We
collected lots of money in Kindergarten for a great cause, Alex’s Lemonade Stand! We even got to meet
the author of the story, The Lemonade War! She shared some of her other stories with us and even some
tips about writing! Thanks to Mrs. Walker and our SCA for making this possible. It was a lot of fun for
everyone!

Valentine’s Day was celebrated by making mailboxes and delivering Valentines to all of our
classmates and teachers. It was a special day to show how much we care about each other.

In Math, we are learning to add and subtract. The students have learned vocabulary such as, plus,
minus, joining and taking away. Try to practice adding and subtracting at home with real life situations!

The students are making great progress in reading and writing! Continue to work on reading and
sight words at home in order to help them improve.

FIRST GRADE —ANNA COLLINS & ERICA MC KENNA

With February came a love for learning in First grade! The First graders were very busy with
Groundhog’s Day, Valentine’s Day, the 100" Day of School, and learning about Abraham Lincoln and
George Washington. Wow, what a month!!

In Math, the students have finished topic nine in which they learned how to compare and order
numbers to 100. They learned how to use a hundreds chart, to look at the tens and ones in a two-digit
number and put them in order from least to greatest and vice versa, as well as used a number window to
locate 10 more, 10 less, 1 more, and 1 less.

In Social Studies, the first graders learned about our first president, George Washington and our
sixteenth president, Abraham Lincoln. They discussed the similarities and differences of the two
presidents by using a Venn Diagram. The first graders also enjoyed watching videos about the presidents
on Brain Pop Jr. as well as taking the online quiz! They had an opportunity to listen to some great
biographies and other Non-Fiction stories about these two presidents. Ask your child about some of the
fun facts they learned about Washington and Lincoln, you will be amazed at what they learned!

In Reading, the first graders have been hard at work during reading workshop. They have been
reading either independently, with a partner, or as a whole group and then they are responsible for
responding to the story by writing two sentences or more. Please remember to read to or with your child
every night for at least 15 minutes. We can’t express enough how truly important that is as they grow as
readers. Also remember to ask questions before, during, and after reading. Comprehension is key!

In Science, Mrs. Collins’ children had an opportunity to choose their favorite season of the year
and dress a person to match this season. They also had to do a writing piece which supported why they
chose this one season. In Mrs. McKenna’s class the students each made seasons of the year window
frame showing all four seasons. They too chose their favorite season to write about. This was a great
culminating activity for the science unit on Seasons.

Please continue to use math in practical ways at home as well as listen to your child read as often as
possible! Now that The Lemonade War is complete, please continue to read to your child’s Baggie Book
nightly. Thank you!





SECOND GRADE — MARIA GRAZIANO, NANCY HISCANO & LAURA QUINN

After a long and snowy winter we will be so happy to welcome spring this month! One School,
One Book was such a huge success and now we are excited to celebrate Dr. Seuess’s birthday and Read
Across America week. We will be kicking off this event with an all-school assembly and we will
participate in different dress up days. We will also be participating in reading activities with other classes
in the school. We will learn about Dr. Seuss and read many of his books in class. This will all be a nice
introduction to the show that we will be seeing at the end on April, Seussical the Musical.

In Reading Workshop, we have started a new unit called Communities. We will explore literature
focused on rural, urban, and suburban life. This ties in nicely with our Social Studies unit on
Communities which we will be exploring soon. Please continue to read your “just right” books each night
at home. This will help improve fluency and stamina.

In Math, we are beginning a topic on three digit addition and subtraction. We will revisit
regrouping and solving problems in the expanded form. Continue practicing basic facts at home as it will
be important to master these skills as the math curriculum becomes more challenging. Be sure to spend
time reviewing the word problems on daily homework sheets since this is an area that many of us are
trying to improve.

In Writing, we are exploring persuasive writing and will be working on different forms of this
style, such as book (and other types of) reviews and travel brochures. We continue to practice the good
writing skills of sentence structure, content, detail, and mechanics.

The classes have been sharing their home-school connections based on Conflict Resolution. We
are having fun as we learn about I Messages, Reflective and Active Listening, and Cooling Off Strategies
through lessons taught in class. We will also practice and role play scenarios with our Fourth Grade Peace
Pals.

THIRD GRADE — MEGAN PELLEGRINO & KAREN SABATINO

With the snow finally thawing out and the sun beginning to shine third grade at F.N. Brown is
certainly looking a lot like a perfectly dug out garden. The seeds that were planted in early
September/October are beginning to bloom into beautifully colorful flowers. The students have grown so
much over the past few months and are certainly looking like mature, knowledgeable and responsible
students.

In the month of March, the students finished their personal essays with a celebration of their
wonderful writings. Students finished creating book reviews, reflecting on stories and novels through our
writer’s workshop unit literary essays. They had a choice to write a book review or a persuasive letter.
Through writing they learned how to analyze a story and write a book review including a brief summary,
the theme, a personal life connection to the story, an “I wonder” moment of the story and who they
recommend this story to and why. For persuasive letter writing, the students were introduced to this
writing using the book, I wanna Iguana. Topics for persuasive letters were discussed and students
composed convincing persuasive letters. All classes are now working on honing their writer’s craft in the
wonderful world of fiction writing. After our author’s visit with Jaqueline Davies the students were
thoroughly excited to begin creating descriptive characters, conflict and rising conflict, the climax and
then a strong ending.

In reader’s workshop the students are working collaboratively within their guided reading groups.
Each group has a book that they are reading as a “book talk™ or “book group”. The students are utilizing
the skills and concepts that they learned in the beginning of reading workshop to hold discussions of their
thinking as they read the book together. Each group is meeting with the teacher throughout the week to
discuss their findings, share their insight and make inferences going forward in the book. All students
focused this month on providing evidence from the text to support their thinking as they read. As always,
students thoroughly enjoyed Read across America activities in the beginning of March.






In Math, students have been focusing on division concepts and meanings as well as learning about
fractions. Students were able to use repeated subtraction as a strategy on how to divide as well as locating
fractions on a number line.

In Science, the third graders enjoyed their first field trip to The Scientific Circus at The South
Orange Performing Arts Center. The students were introduced to Mr. Fish and Trent his mime assistant.
They learned many fundamental scientific concepts such as: gravity, the center of gravity, the speed of
sound and light, centripetal force as well as force and friction. This led wonderfully into the introduction
of our unit on Force and Motion.

In Social Studies, both classes focused on immigration. Through several wonderful picture books,
the students have been able to make connections, inferences and travel to a time period of life in a foreign
country and the struggles people had immigrating to America. The students were also learning about
children who have immigrated recently to America and the immigration process years ago. This led into
our unit study of the Titanic. The students learned about their own ancestors and when they immigrated
to America through an at home project with their familes!

We hope that all FN Brown Families are as ready for the sun and warm weather as we are!!!

FOURTH GRADE — MARY ANN FORCE & LOU WAIBEL

Fourth graders are continuing our essay unit in writing. Students have been publishing essays on
various topics utilizing persuasive language to influence the reader’s opinion. They have incorporated
exact details and examples to support their main idea, or thesis statement. Students enjoyed celebrating
their writing with classmates.

The fourth graders are also continuing our non-fiction study in Reader’s Workshop. Through texts
they have practiced identifying text features and structure. They have learned how features, such as
captions or headings can guide their reading and deepen their understanding of non-fiction texts. Rich
discussions are on-going comparing and contrasting the skills required for fiction and non-fiction reading.
We are also incorporating guided reading into our program. Guided reading enables students to practice
strategies leading to more independent reading. Through this activity we provide a range of reading
experiences and instruction necessary to help our students become better readers.

In Math students are learning about the connection between fractions and decimals. They are
learning that each fraction, mixed number and decimal can be associated with a unique point on the
number line.

As part of our conflict resolution program we are presently highlighting reflection listening. We
are emphasizing the reasons for good listening and what characteristics of listening we should practice.
Students are learning that good listening helps to gain information, understand people’s feeling and know
how someone feels.

In Social Studies, students are exploring patriot and loyalist views during the American
Revolutionary time period. We are discussing how England’s rule affected colonists’ beliefs and actions.
Ask your child to sing you the “Revolution” song for an interesting take on American History!

In Science we are continuing our study of the rock cycle and how weathering and erosion help
shape Earth’s surface and how soil is formed. Students are learning how to evaluate relationships of
science, technology and society.

TECHNOLOGY — JENNIFER HOGAN

Happy Spring! In Technology, Kindergartners have been learning how to type using Microsoft
Word. Students had to type the beginning letter sounds for words. They also had to try and match clip art
pictures to the word with the correct spelling, learning phonics and how to arrange images in the process.
For math practice, students used virtual gumballs to complete basic addition problems and had fun
playing some online addition games. We celebrated Valentine’s Day by using paint buckets and text
boxes to create pictures, and we celebrated the 100™ Day of school by completing online math activities
using numbers up to 100!

In First Grade students made wonderful “All About Me” slide shows. They learned to use
different tools in Kid Pix and how to save, open and create transitions between slides. Students continued





their Word editing lessons by adding correct capitalization and punctuation to sentences. First Graders
also brushed up on their math skills by manipulating virtual tens and ones blocks to make and add
numbers. The Second Grade classes also worked on editing documents and worked on their grammar at
the same time by completing noun and verb lessons. Students learned how to research weather patterns
online and became weather forecasters, creating their own weather reports. Second grade is now being
introduced to Microsoft PowerPoint and will soon begin work on their first presentations.

During Star Lab week the third grade classes completed a Start Lab Web Quest, learning about the
seasons, moon phases and constellations. Fourth Grade classes learned how to enter information into
Excel and how to make a graph using that input. The third and fourth grade classes were introduced to
Paint.net, a beginning graphic design program, and were able to generate pictures using multiple layers in
their designs. In conjunction with our EbD program, the third and fourth grade classes have completed
projects documenting all aspects of the Hydrologic Cycle that they have learned, researched, and
observed. These projects were presented to their peers on the Smart Board. They really did a great job!

Finally, as part of F.N. Brown’s ongoing Character Education, all grades had “Cool School” Day!
This is a favorite to most classes. The students travel through a virtual school building, solving conflicts
and earning letters, making the school a better and kinder place for all. The link to this game can be
found on my school website. http://www.veronaschools.org/Page/3052.

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC

The instrumental students are working on new skills and learning new notes and rhythms. Our
concert is fast approaching and we are getting excited. This is a very daunting task and the key to success
is following through at home. A short and daily practice routine is essential in turning these concepts into
good habits of mind in their instrumental studies. It is the daily work that is the most beneficial way for
students to improve both more thoroughly and efficiently. At this point in the year, students should
practice for 15 minutes a day, and it is that every day part that is crucial. A long period of time on a
couple of days is not the same and can actually be detrimental since young students don’t have enough





physical stamina to sustain a long, individual practice session. If there is only time for five minutes of
practice, don’t skip thinking it isn’t enough. Five minutes then, are much better than trying to make it up
on another day.

There are many songs for this concert. Some are short and are the ones we use to introduce and
develop our concepts and notes. (You should recognize “Old MacDonald”, “Skip To My Lou”, and
“Bingo” among others). Some are full band arrangements that incorporate these elements. This is a much
more demanding concert than the first and as such, students need to spend as much time at home working
on this material as they can. As always, some students will be working on a solo or duet performance as
well. This music is in addition to their other songs, and it needs to be practiced equally along with the
band songs.

Besides our own school concert, we also have the town-wide elementary band concert. This
concert combines all four elementary schools into one giant band to perform on the big stage at VHS. It is
very exciting! There may even be a special guest appearance by our own high school jazz band known as
Verona Jazz & Beyond.

Verona Summer Music is a terrific way for students to begin an instrument, start a second
instrument, or improve on the instrument they already play. The entire music staff highly recommends
students attend this program. In addition to playing every day, it’s a time when students don’t have other
academic demands and are able to really embed the correct concepts into their musical skills. We teach all
band instruments as well as piano, guitar, bass guitar, music theory, concert band, and choir. We
accommodate scheduling conflicts with other town programs.

The Second “R” = Reuse

To reuse is to use an item more than once. This includes conventional reuse where the item is
used again for the same function and new-life reuse where it is used for a new function. By
taking useful products and exchanging them, without reprocessing, reuse helps save time,
money, energy, and resources.

One of the most common types of reuse in communities is the donation of clothing. However, we
should not limit ourselves to only donating clothes. Most families have items that have reached
the end of their usefulness and may seem like garbage, but might be valuable to someone else.
Unfortunately, the larger/hard to donate items, such as plastic outdoor play sets, bicycles,
strollers, and furniture, are the most difficult to keep out of landfills.

We began the month by celebrating Groundhog Day. We predicted what the weather would be
like on February 2", and then we checked if our predictions were right.

Grade 1 - Mrs. Nancy Apisa and Mrs. Kristina Ellenbogen

This month, our Laning first graders completed a science unit on “Objects in the Sky”. The
students learned about the sun, the moon, and the constellations. Star Lab, the visiting planetarium,
lent itself perfectly to this study. It was truly a heavenly experience!

February was a very busy month; the children learned about our presidents and our African-

Grade 2 - Mrs. Pamela Banta, Ms. Jennifer Kirby, and Mrs. Sage Nardi

During the month of February, second graders studied numerous famous Americans. Biographies
about Abe Lincoln and George Washington were read and compared. The historical contributions,
which occurred during these time periods were discussed. Individual student booklets were created
for each President. These booklets highlighted the important events that occurred during the lives
of Lincoln and Washington.

In science, second graders enthusiastically continued to study the sun, stars, constellations and
planets, as they learned about our solar system, galaxy and universe. The highlight of the month by
far was Star Lab! Second graders were beyond excited to have three visits this year. We studied
winter constellations, like Orion, Taurus and Gemini, as well as circumpolar constellations that can
be seen in our sky all year round, like the Big Dipper and Little Dipper. Students also enjoyed
learning about their Zodiac signs and constellations. As a homework project, students created their
own unique 3-D constellations, and wrote original tales about how their constellation came to be
placed in the sky. Student stories focused on originality, sequence and detail. These amazing
projects were placed in the hallway for everyone to read and admire!

Math activities this month focused on place value to one thousand. Students studied expanded
form and worked on comparing three digit numbers. They skip counted by tens and hundreds and
looked for patterns in numbers. We finished up a unit that focused on non-fiction reading and
students are doing an amazing job meeting is small guided reading groups. Their reading skills are
growing tremendously! We are finishing up a non-fiction biography writing project as well. After
creating a class book together, students interviewed an adult in their life and created a book about
that special someone.

Another highlight of February was our 100™ Day Celebration! We’ve never had the date change so
much before, but the snow days finally calmed down and we celebrated being 100 days smarter on
February 21. We had a blast dressing up like old ladies and old men and we enjoyed a variety of
activities that centered around the number 100.

We are looking forward to March and the arrival of spring!

Grade 3 — Mrs. Jaime Ricci and Mr. Brian Samples

The third grade has had a busy month of February. In math, the third graders have continued work
on multiplication and are continuing to studying their facts. We have also related multiplication to
division, and have completed learning those facts. Every third grader has enjoyed great success
with learning their multiplication and division facts and concepts thus far. Moving into March, we
are beginning our extensive study of fractions.

In science, we are studying different aspects of space, including the phases of the moon and in-
depth details about the planets.

In language arts, students have done a fantastic job writing about informational social studies-
related content. The students have done online research on an assigned continent, and the results
have been detailed, educational pieces of informational writing.

In social studies, the third grade continued their study of the world around us by learning about the
continents. We have made it to our last continent and are now focusing on the United States.
Soon, we will be busy learning our state abbreviations and capitals, and will use a book called The





Little Man in the Map, which helps associate the states with different rhymes and pictures. This
will come in handy when the children need to label all of the 50 States.

To celebrate President’s Day, students also used writing skills to create a dialogue between George
Washington and Abraham Lincoln. Students exchanged Valentine’s Day cards and completed a
“compliment chain” to celebrate Valentine's Day. The results were both touching and hysterical!

Grade 4 — Mrs. Kristine DePoe and Mrs. Pamela Solomon
All the snow that February brought did not slow down the fourth grade!

In reading, students have been working with a variety of nonfiction text and are learning about
different text structures. Students are discovering that if they chunk difficult text into smaller parts
it makes the material easier to understand. Students have also been practicing their summarizing
skills and are reading an assortment of nonfiction texts with their book club members.

Writing persuasive essays, students learned how to convince others to see their point of view.
Students had a great time sharing their thoughts and opinions on many interesting topics.

Mathematicians completed the chapter on angle measurement and learned about geometry.
Students enjoyed doing a variety of activities related to shapes, symmetry, and angles.

The fourth graders are enjoying the physical science unit. This month we learned about atoms,
elements, and compounds and also discovered what it means when a substance goes through a
physical or chemical change.

In social studies, students are learning that the colonists, many from New Jersey, were willing to
take great risks to gain freedom and independence from Great Britain.

Criminal Justice Issues In the Media

This course will provide students with a broad but critical introduction to the study of the media and criminal justice. The course will
focus on the analysis of the images of crime presented through mass media and will examine how peoples’ perceptions of crime, law,
and justice are shaped by mass media-- television news, reality programs, the internet, and film (including both documentaries and
fictional ac- counts of crime and criminal justice). A major concern of the course will be the types of crime and criminals the media
choose to focus on and what crime data suggest about the prevalence of such types of crime. The course will also address media
images of police, courts and corrections and examine how empirical research can help students distinguish between criminal justice
myths and reality.

The Vietham War

This course is an in-depth examination of the Vietnam War as a formative event in recent United States and global
history. Emphasis will be on the development and implementation of the philosophies, and policies that brought America
to the decision to intervene in Vietnam, the legality of that decision, and the consequences of that action at home and in
the world. Particular attention will be given to those groups who were asked to serve, the coverage of the war by the
media, and the anti-war movement.

Interpersonal Relations

This course provides an experiential seminar in group dynamics and interpersonal effectiveness.

Group interaction exercises and discussions will be used to enhance these skills. This course focuses on the
enhancement of interpersonal relationships via the use of specific techniques and exercises for increasing
personal effectiveness in communication. Identification of aspects of language and non-verbal behaviors which
can either facilitate or hinder communication in relationships will be a key component of the course.
