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ACTIVITIES AT F.N. BROWN SCHOOL

MS. KARA PASSAGE’S CLASS

In honor of Groundhogs Day, we studied how to make predictions and what happens if he sees his
shadow. While we were waiting for the warmer days of spring, we have begun our non-fiction reading
unit! We have learned about various types of non-fiction and the text features we can find in non-fiction
books. The students love learning about non-fiction and are eager to read each day!

To correspond with our non-fiction reading unit, we have begun our non-fiction writing unit. We
are learning to identify a topic and do research on the desired topic. Students have learned how to identify
important facts and transfer the facts into their writing.

In honor of Dr. Suess’ birthday, we celebrated with the book The Cat in the Hat. We loved every
minute of D.E.A.R, especially reading with the whole school! While reading many of Dr. Suess’ books
we practiced our reading comprehension skills by identify characters, setting, sequencing, and themes, as
well as going on a thyming word hunt.

In math, the kindergarteners continue to practice counting and comparing numbers 0 — 20. They
have also begun comparing objects by height, weight, and capacity. The first graders, we continue to build
on addition by adding numbers 0 — 9 using Touch Math. The second graders continue to build their
knowledge on addition. They have begun adding 2-digit numbers with and without regrouping.

We are looking forward to blossom into spring with blooming knowledge!

KINDERGARTEN — CATHERINE ORSINI, MARIA PERRI & MICHELE STARANKA

March definitely came in like a lion and we’re still waiting for the lamb. This winter has been
trying...Will it snow? How much? Will there be school? Well, hopefully all that is behind us with the
arrival of Spring!

The month began with Read Across America and the celebration of Dr. Seuss. F.N. Brown had
its traditional assembly sharing information about Dr. Seuss and enjoyed a read aloud of The Cat In The
Hat. The Kindergartners took their second class trip to visit Imagine That where they enjoyed a day of
play and pretend.

The Kindergarten classes have been preparing for I Wonder celebrations that will take place in
each classroom sharing their newly acquired knowledge of an aspect of nature. Through weeks of
studying nature through the five senses, each class will research books in the library and surf the web in
technology to compose their first nonfiction research paper to be presented before an audience. Bird nests,
dolphins, sharks, and bees were just a few topics the children chose to investigate.

In Reading Workshop, the classes have been exploring our place in the world including basic map
skills and family units. The month ended with the Conflict Resolution Assembly. The school reviewed
the differences between conflict and bullying through songs, skits and games. Strategies were reviewed.
F.N. Brown is striving to be a school of peace.

FIRST GRADE —ANNA COLLINS & ERICA MC KENNA

Wow! We can’t believe that March has come and gone! This school year is surely flying by! The
first graders are so pleased with their individual growth as readers thus far in first grade. They truly enjoy
picking out books both at their reading level, yet they also like the challenge of harder books as well.
Fluency, comprehension, and decoding continue to be skills that the first graders are working on. We
appreciate all the help that you are giving your child at home when it comes to reading. Reading together
as a family is so very important. Please continue to ask your child questions about their reading both
before and after the story.





In math, the students have learned how to both add as well as subtract tens from a two-digit
number. They got to use manipulatives as well as play some math centers for this fun topic. They also
learned how to use a hundreds chart to assist them in this process as well. The first graders are beginning
to realize that sometimes in math, there are a few different ways that they can solve a problem. We just
finished a short unit on length. Using both non-standard and standard means of measurement the students
liked estimating how long they thought a given object was before actually measuring the item. These two
concepts were stressed within the unit.

Writing has taken on its own flare as well. The students have enjoyed writing how-to stories and
all about stories. The use of transition words: first, then, next and last have assisted in the organization of
a how to story, while non -fiction reading has helped students write all about stories. Remembering there
is a world at the end of each pencil continues to foster the love of writing in first grade.

We are looking forward to telling time in math as well as being immersed in poetry both in
reading workshop as well as writing workshop.

SECOND GRADE — MARIA GRAZIANO, NANCY HISCANO & LAURA QUINN

Spring has sprung....finally!! After a long winter we are overjoyed to welcome the warmer
weather of spring. Second graders started the season off by reading spring poems and constructing spring
glyphs that tell a little bit about us. We have two class trips planned for this month. On the 24™, we will
be visiting Morris Museum for programs on New Jersey and The Prehistoric Earth. This is our trip that
was cancelled due to snow in February. On the 30" we are looking forward to seeing Seussical the
Musical at Mayo Performing Arts Center.

In Math, we are finishing up a unit on Geometry. We have had a lot of fun exploring solid and
plane figures. We’ve played guessing games and made our own three dimensional figures to help identify
faces, flat surfaces, edges, and vertices. Next, we are moving on to Money where we will be counting
collections of coins and adding and subtracting money. Please be sure to practice identifying coins and
their values at home as well as counting out groups of coins.

In Reading, students have been learning skills through a non-fiction study on Communities. We
have read about three types of communities (urban, suburban, and rural), community helpers, and homes.
We have focused on the essential question, “How does where you live influence how you live?” We have
spent much time reading through mentor texts and looking at pictures as primary sources to help us
question and infer.

We are having fun as second grade meteorologists as we study Weather in Science. We have
explored how and why we measure weather, we’ve looked at weather patterns and we are also learning
about the water cycle. It’s been interesting to study weather throughout March because of all of the
different types and ups and downs in temperatures

THIRD GRADE — MEGAN PELLEGRINO & KAREN SABATINO

The month of March came in like a lion, and seemed to go out like a lion as well. We are certainly
anxious to see Spring arrive, and stay around for a while! Students have been immersed in the reading of
nonfiction biographies. In keeping with the theme of Women’s History month, students have reinforced
their nonfiction reading skills by reading about famous women. Biography book reports have been
completed, but that hasn’t squelched enthusiasm to continue reading more biographies about other famous
men and women. It is wonderful to see the interest and enthusiasm of the students, as they learn about the
interesting life experiences and challenges so many that have made history, had to face.

Preparation for the Battle of the Books program has begun! Teams of third graders across the
district will read an established set of 10 book titles. By the end of May they will be ready to then
compete in a test of knowledge about those books. School teams will battle in house, in order to become
the school champion team. Each school’s champion team will go on to compete for the title of District
champion. Of greater importance, is the benefit that every student receives, as each becomes a stronger
reader while establishing team spirit, and having a great experience through reading books!

In Math, students are applying their multiplication and division skills to problem solve, and to explore
the world of fractions. The upcoming unit will focus on recognizing patterns and using logic and critical





thinking skills to solve problems. Test preparation for the NJASK Language Arts and Math, is also
underway and being interspersed across content areas.

Our Social Studies unit on immigration comes to a close, by reading the ever fascinating, story of
the Titanic. Culminating activities include students receiving a boarding pass of an actual passenger on
the famous voyage, and tracing the journey of that passenger from start to finish. Students will learn
about the lifestyles in the early 1900’s, and the differences between social classes during that time. They
will research the differences between traveling in 1% class, ond class, and 3" class. Students will come to
school dressed as passengers to embark upon a day of final day of learning experiences about this epic
journey. The final fate of the passenger whose boarding pass each student holds, will be revealed.
Writing activities will include having students write a series of journal entries. They will write as if a
passenger, recording their experiences of the journey day by day. There will even be Titanic math! This
unit is always a third grade favorite, and one that students and teachers both enjoy!

As we look forward to the much needed spring break, we wish all of our FN Brown families a
Happy Passover, Happy Easter, and a safe, relaxing break!

FOURTH GRADE — MARY ANN FORCE & LOU WAIBEL

The theme of our next Science Unit is “Earth’s Changing Surface”. Students are learning about
the different landforms that make up the surface of the Earth. They are learning that volcanoes,
earthquakes, rivers, glaciers, wind and waves can affect landforms. Students are also identifying and
describing how they are developed.

In Reading, students have experienced varied non-fiction genres that offered a plethora of topics.
They have learned that reading non-fiction is empowering and our students feel like an “expert” about the
topic or subject they’ve read about. Some of the structures incorporated in their learning were cause and
effect, compare and contrast, descriptive, and chronological order. They also practiced citing text
evidence while supporting their opinions. In Writing, the fourth grade continues to examine essay
strategies and develop thesis statements and supporting reasons for their beliefs. They also began to add
examples to prove their statements’ validity.

In Social Studies, the classes have been answering the essential question, “What makes Essex
County unique?” Through web-based research the students have realized that Essex County is rich in
history, diversity, transportation, attractions and cultural opportunities. They will be creating a poster
which outlines the answer to their essential question and it will be forwarded to the Essex County Clerk’s
Office for a County wide competition. Winners will be selected later in the year!

Teachers have established a “Peace Place” location in their classrooms, which provides students
an opportunity to utilize their conflict resolution skills to resolve conflicts that might occur in the
classroom. Weekly lessons have focused on the Win-Win guidelines, conflicts and the obstacles that get
in the way to resolving them. The fourth grade teachers have noticed students becoming more
independent when problem solving and dealing with conflict situations.

Happy Spring! Students in the English as a Second Language (E.S.L.) program continue to learn
and improve their English language skills in the areas of reading, writing, listening, and speaking. The

The first day of spring—albeit a windy, cold one—was celebrated with a walk around our Laning
neighborhood. The children used their senses to observe their environment and note signs of
spring for their poems. It has been a very eventful month in first grade!





Grade 2 - Mrs. Pamela Banta, Ms. Jennifer Kirby, and Mrs. Sage Nardi

Read Across America is a national effort created to encourage our children to become lifelong
readers. This annual event was celebrated the week of March 3-7 at Laning. We made so many
memories this week at school-crazy sock day, Verona Day, crazy hair day, pajama day-the fun
went on and on! We were extra excited to dress like the Lorax at our assembly and speak about
Dr. Seuss’s life. Second grade invited mystery readers to our classrooms throughout the week. The
children had a blast hearing the clues about the readers and loved hearing the stories read to them!
Thank you to everyone who was able to read to our wonderful classes! Nightly reading should
continue at home to encourage lifelong readers.

Also in March, students participated in an array of activities across the content areas as they
learned about the celebration of St. Patrick’s Day.

We were busy adding and subtracting three-digit numbers and are now working on geometry in
math. With the welcome of a much-anticipated spring, science classes will study weather. Be sure
to discuss the local weather conditions with your child and notice any interesting details about the
ever-changing weather in northern Jersey.

Students continue to work on their reading and writing skills. We studied some of our favorite Dr.
Seuss stories this month. We finished our biography stories after researching special adults in our
lives.

Grade 3 — Mrs. Jaime Ricci and Mr. Brian Samples

March has shaped up to be an exciting month for the third graders at Laning Avenue School.
Students are reading up a storm, and have been steadily responding to what they read, both
verbally and in writing.

We are continuing practice for the NJASK test. The students have written a variety of stories
using various poem and speculative prompts. Students also reviewed and put into practice an
open-ended question strategy to properly address the open-ended math and language arts questions
on the NJASK.

In writing, students are creating realistic fiction stories while trying to include detailed and
interesting characters, suspense, and elaborative settings. The students are extremely excited and
can’t wait to share the finished products.

Students have been studying character in the reading workshop. Various elements, such as traits,
changes, roles, and points of view have given the students new insight in to their “just right”
books.

In mathematics, we have been working hard to master our knowledge of fractions. Students now
know that equivalent fractions can be made by using multiplication and division, and can label
fractions correctly on a number line. Moving in to April, we will look forward to exploring
measurement and multiplying with greater numbers.

In science, we finished our exploration of space, and are now studying the properties of matter.

Finally, we have concluded our travels to each of the seven continents, and are looking forward to
learning the locations, abbreviations, and capitals of all fifty states.





Grade 4 — Mrs. Kristine DePoe and Mrs. Pamela Solomon

In math we began our unit on fractions. Students practiced simplifying fractions, finding
equivalent fractions, and learned how to change improper fractions to mixed numbers and mixed
numbers to improper fractions. Fourth graders quickly realized that it is important know basic
multiplication and division facts. It makes working with fractions a little easier!

Students are beginning a historical fiction unit in Reading Workshop. We are excited to begin this
unit as it ties in beautifully with our social studies curriculum. Students will learn more about the
Revolutionary War while reading historical fiction novels and informational articles during book
clubs.

Students are learning about feature articles in Writing Workshop. Students are analyzing articles
and determining the characteristics of feature articles. Students will construct their own feature
article by the end of the unit.

Students were thrilled to visit the Sterling Hill Mine and Museum. Our field trip was a great
review of many of the concepts we studied during our Rock and Mineral unit earlier in the year.
The fourth graders were able to take an underground mine tour, view a fantastic display of “glow-
in-the-dark™ fluorescent minerals, and collect several different types of rock.

Elementary Special Needs — Mrs. Jessica Jaruczyk

In March the students in the LSS class discussed St. Patrick’s Day and enjoyed watching an Irish
dance assembly. They also were able to sit appropriately and watch the Cultural Arts assembly
perform Chinese Patterns. Students discussed the changes spring brings and what clothes would be
appropriate for spring. They continued to work on appropriate classroom behavior as well as on
their individualized ABA programs. Students were able to participate in an Art Class specifically
scheduled for them and complete art pieces for the art show.

The preschoolers are experiencing enriching programs outside the classroom this month. We went
on a field trip to the post office and were given a tour of the behind the scenes process of the mail
for the town of Verona.

You will only have to pay the Basic
Registration fee.

As
with all courses, taken outside the school day, you will receive credit for the course, but it will not
calculate into your GPA. It also cannot be used to meet a graduation requirement. Students not
attending Verona High School should check with their school counselors regarding their school’s
policy. You will only have to pay the Basic Registration fee.

College Credit- Students wishing to pay the reduced college tuition fee may take this course to earn 3
credits on a transcript issued by the participating college. Students wishing to receive college credit
must pay the reduced rate college tuition for Caldwell College in addition to the basic registration fee.

Dual Enrollment- Students may receive both 2.5 high school credits and 3 college credits if they wish.
Students not attending Verona High School should check with their school counselors regarding their

school’s policy. Students choosing this option must pay for the Basic Registration fee as well as the

Caldwell College tuition.

We have high expectations for the Verona Enrichment Academy courses, faculty, and students. Current
10", 11™ and 12" grade students are invited to attend. In order to satisfy class requirements, students
must be present and on time each day. There will be no classes on Friday, July 4™

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

CJ 255 CRIMINAL JUSTICE ISSUES AND THE MEDIA

2.5 Credits from Verona High School

3 Credits from Caldwell College if you earn a %rade of B or better

Prerequisite: Must be a current 10", 11™, or 12" grade student with a cumulative GPA of a 3.0 or
better

This course will provide students with a broad but critical introduction to the study of the media and

criminal justice. The course will focus on the analysis of the images of crime presented through mass

media and will examine how peoples’ perceptions of crime, law, and justice are shaped by mass media--

television news, reality programs, the internet, and film (including both documentaries and fictional ac-

counts of crime and criminal justice). A major concern of the course will be the types of crime and

criminals the media choose to focus on and what crime data suggest about the prevalence of such types

of crime. The course will also address media images of police, courts and corrections and examine how

empirical research can help students distinguish between criminal justice myths and reality.

Required texts for this course:
All of the articles and chapters required will be posted as pdfs on the class site. You will be responsible
for downloading copies of these since printed versions will not be provided.

HI 250 THE VIETNAM WAR

2.5 Credits from Verona High School

Prerequisite: Must be a current 10", 11™, or 12™ grade student with a cumulative GPA of a 3.0 or
better

This course is an in-depth examination of the Vietnam War as a formative event in recent United States

and global history. Emphasis will be on the development and implementation of the philosophies, and

policies that brought America to the decision to intervene in Vietnam, the legality of that decision, and

the consequences of that action at home and in the world. Particular attention will be given to those

groups who were asked to serve, the coverage of the war by the media, and the anti-war movement.

ESSEX COUNTY EXECUTIVE DIVINCENZO ANNOUNCES PLANS TO ENHANCE SAFETY
AND DRAINAGE ALONG SOUTH ORANGE AVENUE
Federally funded, $30 Million Project to Reshape Roadway
through Essex County South Mountain Reservation

Essex County, NJ — On Monday, April 14", Essex County Executive Joseph N. DiVincenzo, Jr.
announced plans for the largest road improvement project undertaken by Essex County in the
last generation — the $30 million reconstruction of South Orange Avenue to flatten the curves in
the road, enhance motor vehicle safety and storm drainage, and make the road meet modern
traffic design standards. The two-year, federally-funded project focuses on the two-mile stretch
of South Orange Avenue that passes through Essex County South Mountain Reservation.

Work on the project began earlier in April and is scheduled to continue for the next two years.
During construction, one lane of traffic will be maintained in both directions; lane closures are
not anticipated.

“The public relies on our network of County roads to travel to work, school and conduct their
daily lives, and South Orange Avenue is a major east-west thoroughfare. While stretch of road
through Essex County South Mountain Reservation offers some picturesque views, the sharp
turns and lack of shoulders on the side of the road create hazardous driving conditions and are
prone to flooding,” DiVincenzo said. “The Federal Highway Administration identified this section
of South Orange Avenue as being dangerous over a decade ago and we are pleased that
federal money was made available to make these improvements,” he added.

Elected officials who attended the press conference voiced their support of the project:

“We have to do what is necessary to improve the safety conditions on our roads, and this
project will do just that. The County Executive has placed a lot of attention on making this area a
destination and improve the road conditions will make coming here more attractive,”
Assemblyman Thomas Giblin said. “An added plus of this project is the jobs that will be created
for the construction trades, who have been hurting over the last several years because of the
difficult economy,” he added.

“This road is always closed at the beginning of very storm because the conditions become so
compromised,” Sheriff Armando Fontoura said. “The work being done here is critical and crucial
to the safety of our motorists,” he pointed out.

“I reside in the area, so | know how important this project is,” Freeholder Vice President Patricia
Sebold said. “This stretch of roadway has always been a problem and we all knew it needed to
be changed. | am so thrilled that we have reached the day when the changes will be made,” she
added.

“Everyone who drives along the S-curves knows the road could be safer. Public safety is our
number one goal, and the goal of this project is to improve the road,” Freeholder Leonard
Luciano said.





The Federal Highway Administration identified the 1.6-mile section of South Orange Avenue
between the intersection of Brookside Drive/Cherry Lane in Millburn to the intersection with
Harding Drive in South Orange as being deficient as many as 10 years ago. The road in that
area floods regularly and, as a result, is usually closed to traffic during inclement weather. In
addition, the sharp curves in the road and the lack of a shoulder result in limited sight lines, and
make entering and exiting existing turnoff areas very difficult and dangerous.

A variety of improvements will be made to South Orange Avenue to enhance safety and
drainage, as well as promote access to the reservation and its system of trails. They include the
following:

¢ The roadway will be re-aligned to reduce the sharpness of the curves.

e The roadway will be widened so that a shoulder can be created in the eastbound direction.

o Traffic signal equipment at the intersections of Brookside Drive/Cherry Lane in Millburn and
Glenview Road in South Orange will be modernized.

¢ Retention swales along the side of the road will be constructed to address flooding and reduce
water runoff from the road into the reservation.

e Guide rails and lighting will be installed to enhance safety. The new lights will include
traditional overhead cobra-head street lights and decorative gas-lamp style lamps.

¢ A new pedestrian bridge over the roadway near the Girl Scout Camp and an existing
pedestrian and equine bridge will be reconstructed. The two bridges will be designed with
stone facing to complement the natural area of the reservation.

o Turnoff and parking areas will be upgraded to improve sight lines and make it easier to exit
and enter the roadway. This will enhance access to walking trails that start or pass by these
parking areas.

¢ More than 3,600 trees and additional landscaping will be planted to replace the 430 trees that
were cut down. In addition, areas in the reservation that were affected by Hurricane Sandy will
be replanted.

“My administration has focused our attention on preserving and expanding our open space
inventory throughout Essex County. While the roadway construction will have an environmental
impact, we are mitigating this by planting thousands of new trees, addressing water run off by
improving road drainage and accelerating regrowth of areas damaged by Superstorm Sandy
with new landscape and plantings,” the County Executive pointed out.

French and Parrello Associates, Consulting Engineers, from Wall, NJ, received a $1.6 million
contract to design the roadway improvements. New Prince Concrete Construction from
Hackensack was awarded a publicly bid contract for 25,915,389.50 to perform the construction.
The Essex County Public Works Department is monitoring the project to ensure delays are
avoided. Funding for the project is being provided by a federal transportation grant.
